Now, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by section 3 of
the Commissions of Inquiry Act, 1952 (Central Act 60 of 1952),
the Government of Kerala hereby appoint a Commission of Inquiry
consisting of Shri C. N. Rama Chandran Nair (Rtd. High Court Judge),
3 B- Bhavani Apartments, Kunnumpuram, Kakkanad, Kochi-682 030 as
Chairman, Sri K. Mohandas, 1.A.S. (Rtd.), T.C. 04/1804, T.T.C. Junction.
Kowdiar, Thiruvananthapuram and Sri P. J. Mathew, LA. & A.S., (Rtd.),
77, Eden Light, 1st B. Cross, 5th Main, A.G.S. Lay Out, Arehalli,
Subramaniapuram, Banglore-560 061 as members to inquire into
the matter.

The terms of reference of the Commission of Inguniry shall be as
follows:—-

1. It is to find out the persons who are responsible for taking the
decisions which are against the interest of the State and cause in
financial loss to the public exchequer in the agreement signed on
Vizhinjam International Multipurpose Seaport Project as reported
by the Comptroller and Auditor General of India in Chapter 3 of
the 4th report on Public Sector Undertakings for the year ended
on 31st March, 2016,
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It 15 to find out the external factors, motives, personal interests
and undue considerations that influenced for taking the decisions.

. It is to find out whether any undue pecuniary gains have been

earned by any public servants who are responsible for taking the
decisions while entering the agreement which cause financial loss
to public exchequer and undue financial benefit to the company,
and if so, whom they are?

Legal actions that can be taken against the persons who are
responsible for taking the decisions which are irregular and are
against public interest?

Legal procedures to be followed to make good the loss sustained -
to the public exchequer from the persons responsible for entering
into such a faulty agreement.

All such other matters that are correlated or supplementary to the
points mentioned above.

‘The Commission shall complete the inquiry and submit its report to the

Government within six months from the date of publication of this
notification.

The Govermment are of the opinion that having regard to the nature of

the inquiry to be made and other circumstances of the case, all the
provisions of sub-section (2), (3), (4) and (3) of section 5 of the
Commission of Inquiry Act, 1952 (Central Act 60 of 1952), should be
made applicable to the Commission, and therefore, the Government hereby
