1. As per the GO read as first paper above in-principle sanction has been
accorded for the project "Shore Protection and Providing Beach Landing faciity for
fraditional fishermen at Poorthura and Valiyathura”, for an amount of Rs. 150 crore under
KIFB Scheme and Kerala State Coastal Area Development Corporation (KSCADC) as
SPV for the Project. KSCADC entrusted NIOT for model study. KIFB granted approval for
shore protecion work limiting to Poonthura reach for a length of 700 m only for an
amount of Rs. 17.80 crore initially against Financial Sanction (FS) amount of Rs. 17.80
crore.  KSCADC issued Technical Sanciion for an amount of Rs. 19 Crore and tendered
e work. Govt drected to re-tender the work after observing KIFB guidelnes, since
Technical Saction amount was more than Finandial Sanction. After obtaining revised
Financial Saction from KIFB for an amount of of Rs. 19 crore competitive tenders were
invited again and one bidder submitted the technical bid. The details are as follows.

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2. On conducting negotiation, the frm agreed to reduce the rate to 6.6% above
estimate rate. On comparing the estimate with Kerala PWD LMR , LMR is 2.67% above the
estimate amount The pre-qualification committee meeting held on 04.09.2020 considered the
tender of Shore protection and providing Beach facility at Poonthura in Trivandrum District in
double cover system and found that the firm that viz DVP GCC Joint venture, Cyber one,
Green Scape, Sector 30A, Vashi Navi Mumbai which is the only firm particibated in the
tender satisfies the technical qualification criteria as per the nefice inviting tender (NIT}) and
decided io prequalify the firm for the work. But in the pre-qualfication evaluation note it is
mentioned that the licence of the firm is found fo be expred on 07/01/2019 as per the
documents. However, the NIT had also included an altermative condition that “the bidder
should either be an A class contractor of either Kerala PWD/Central PWD/other central or
State Government Departments/ State or Central PSUS or the bidder shall be a company
registered in India with annual turn over not less than Rs, 10 crores and in case it does not
possess a valid contract license then it should furnish an experience certficate duly signed by
a reputed consulancy organization ke HT, NIT, CWPRS, NIOT eic or an nternational
reputed orgaﬂization". To this effect an experience cerliicate funished by Executive
Engineer, Maharashitra Maritime Board, Mumbai to the frm DVP Infra Projects Private Lid is
seen furnished to Managing Director, KSCADC,

3.  The Managing Director, Kerala State Coastal Area Development Corporation informed
that the off shore breakwater is to be done by using geotubes of 5 m diameter for a 700
m length. The work is to be done in open sea where aggressive wave dimate exists, which
necessitates use of huge machinery, skiled manpower and timely implementation in fair
weather season and it is not possible to get a better offer for this work considering the
special nature of the work.Hence the Managing Director requested to approve the tender for
the above project by placing it before the Council of Ministers as per KIFB  guidelines.

4. As per the GO read as 2nd paper above Government accorded post facto
approval of the bidding documents issued by MD KSCADC in incorporating the alternative
condition that "registered companies who do not possess a valid contract license  shall
furnish an experience cerifficate duly signed by a reputed consultancy organization ke [T,
NIT, CWPRS, NIOT eic or an international reputed organizaton” in the Notice Inviting
Tender related to the eligiiity of the Contractor,

5.  After considering the decision taken by the pre-qualification Committe Government are
pleased to award the tender of the work “ Shore protection and providing Beach facility al
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Poonthura in Trivandrum District” to the firm DVP GCC Joint venture, Cyber one, Green

Scape, Sector 30A, Vashi, Navi Mumbai at the rate of 6.6% above estimate amount whie
the local market rate (LMR) is 2.67% above esiimate amourt.

6. The Managing Director, KSCADC will pursue further folow up action in this matter.

This file deals with the tender approval of the Project “Shore Protection and
Providing Beach Landing facility for traditional fishermen at Poonthura ™.
2. Government as per G.O(Rt) 548/2018/F&PD dated 4/7/18 accorded inprinciple
sanction for the project "Shore Protection and Providing Beach Landing facility for
traditional fishermen at Poonthura and Valiyathura”, for an amount of Rs. 150 crore
funded under KIFB. Kerala State Coastal Area Development Corporation (KSCADC)
was designaied as the SPV for the Project. KSCADC entrusted NIOT for model study.
KIFB granted approval for shore protection work limiting to Poonthura reach for a length
of 700 m only for an amount of Rs. 17.80 crore initially. Against Financial Sanction (FS)
amount of Rs. 17.80 crore, KSCADC issued Technical Sanction for an amount of Rs. ©
Crore and tendered the work. Competitive pre-qualification tenders were invited as pre-
qualification bids in double cover system . Eventhough two tenders were received and
the lowest quoted rate was 6.35% above estimate rate , Govi directed to re-tender the
work after observing KIFB guidelines, since Technical Saction amount was more than
Financial Sanction.  After obtaining revised Financial Saction from KIFB for an amount of
amount of Rs. 19 crore competitive tenders were invited again and one bidder submitted
the technical bid. The details are as follows.

3. The prequalification committee meeting to evaluate the tender for the work

“Shore protection and providing Beach facility at Poonthura in Trivandrum District”” was
held on 04.09.2020. As per NIT, the following are the pre qualification criteria.

Prequalification criteria.
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(1) Experience:- The bidder/firm possess A class registration of Kerala PWD/Central
PWD/other Central or State Government departments/State or Central public
undertakings or the bidder shall be a company registered in India with annual turnover of
not less than Rs. 10 crore. The bidder/firm should have successfully completed at least
one single project involving offshore work like dredging breakwaters, deployment of
submarine pipelfing, filing and laying of geo synthetic tube in offshore works, breaker
zone and beyond, construction of marine structures in offshore environment with
estimate cost of the completed work more than 40% of the estimated cost (ie. 40% of
Rs. 16,96,22,554 = Rs. 6,78,49,022) within the last 5 years from the date of tender
notification. Registered companies who do not possess a valid contract license as
mentioned earlier should fumnish their experience certificate duly signhed by a reputed
consultancy orgariisation like T, NIT, CWPRS, NIOT etc. or an international reputed
organisation.

(2) Financial capability:- The bidder/firm should attach scanned copy of income tax
return statement, profit and loss siatement and balance sheet for the last 3 years.

(3) List of Technical Personnels:- The list of technical personnels should be attached
in Schedule C

(4) List of machineries:- The list of machineries should be attached in Schedule

4. The committee found that the firm that viz DVP GCC Joint venture, Cyber one,
Green Scape, Sector 30A, Vashi, Navi Mumbai, the only firm that participated in the
tender, satisfies the technical qualifcation criteria as per the NIT and decided to
prequalify the firm for the work. But in  the pre-qualification evaluation note it is
mentioned that the licence of the firm is found to be expired on 07/01/2019 as per the
documents. However, the NIT had also included an alternative condition that “the bidder
should either be an A class contractor of either Kerala PWD/Central PWD/other ceniral
or State Government Departments/ State or Central PSUS or the bidder shall be a
company registered in India with annual furn over not less than Rs. 10 crores and in
case it does not possess a valid contract license then it should furnish an experience
certificate duly signed by a reputed consultancy organization like IT, NIT, CWPRS, NIOT
etc or an international reputed organization". To this

effect an experience certificate furnished by Executive Engineer, Maharashira Maritime
Board, Mumbai to the firm DVP Infra Projects Private Ltd is seen furnished to Managing
Director, KSCADC. In the absence of a valid license, PWD and Finance Depariment
were consulted on whether an experience certificate in place of a vald license is
allowable.

5. When consulted, Public Works Department opined as fiollows.
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“ As per Kerala PWD Manualrevised edition 2012,section 1900 deals with ihe
registration of contractors. The registered contractors are only allowed to participate in
any tender based on the clauses under the section 1900. i

6. When consulted, Finance Department opined as follows.
The case has been examined and the following observations are made -

“The NIT issued for the work “stipulating an experience certificate instead of a
valid contract lfcense” is contravening the provisions of the PWD Manual The
certificate produced is also not seen in accordance wiih the NIT conditions. In view of
the above it is not advisable to proceed with the tenders in ihis case. Hence
Administrative Dept is requested to recall the tenders strictly in accordance with the
PWD manual and prevailing orders of Government 7

7. When the file has been circulated to Hon'ble Fisheries and Harbour Engineering
Minister with this opinion of Finance Depariment, the Managing Director, KSCADC has
submitied a letter no. 1928/C/HB/KSCADC dated 25.09.2020 providing  additional
clarification on the tender and requesting that the decision to retender the work be
reconsidered and sanction may be issued considering the following facts-

“The off-shore breakwater is constructed using imported geocomposite material and
a minimum of 45 days will be required for the procurement.

The work is to be done in open sea where aggressive wave climate exists. The
working season will start from October and limited months of favorable weather wil be
available before next monsoon” .

Based on this clarification, the file has been fowarded to Finance Minister by the
Hon'ble Fisheries and Harbour Engineering Minister highlighting the urgency of the work.

3. Accordingly, the Hon'ble Finance Minister has opined as follows.

"Consfderfhg the urgency and as this is a new technology, Finance agrees to enlrust
the work with the approval of Council of Ministers. i

9. The pre-qualfication committee have evaluated the pre-qualification documents
and the firm was prequalified based on the following technical qualification.

On opening the price bid the rate was 9.9% above estimate rate. On conducting
negotiation, the firm agreed to reduce the rate to 6.6% above estimate rate. On
comparing the esiimate with Kerala PWD LMR , LMR is 2.67% above the estimate
amount. As per KIFB guidelines, para 7.2.5, it is stipulated as follows.
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“7.25 Tenders beyond justifiable market rate shall not be accepted. In
exceptional circumstances if the tenders are o be accepted at a higher amount than
the justifiable market rate the same shall be done with the approval of the Council of
Ministers only."

The project is sanctioned as an experimental and pilot project being innovative
in nature. It is to be noted that only one offshore breakwater using geotubes has been
executed off the Kerala Coast til date as informed by Managing Director, KSCADC.

An offshore breakwater using geotube of around 100 m length and 2-3 diameter
has been executed off the Kovalam Coast.

In this case, the off shore breakwater is to be done by using geotubes of 5 m
diameter for a 700 m length. The work is to be done in open sea where aggressive
wave climate exists, which necessitates use of huge machineries, skilled manpower and
timely implementation in farr weather season. MD, KSCADC informed thai it is not
possible 1o get a better offer for this work considering the special nature of the work.
10. When file has been circulated for orders on whether the tender of the work
“Shore protection and providing Beach landing facility at Poonthura in Trivandrum
District “ submitted by the firm DVP GCC Joint venture, Cyber one, Green Scape,
Sector 30A, Vashi, Navi Mumbai which is 6.6% above estimate rate on negotiation and
LMR is 2.67% above the estimate amount may be placed before the Council of
Ministers for approval, the Honble Chief Minister ordered to specify the following:-

“To specify the experience of bidder referred in para 33 note”,

11. The Hon'ble Minister for Fisheries and Harbour Engineering Department informed
the following facts regarding the matter.

The remarks of Finance Depariment “the Certificate produced is also not in
accordance with the NIT conditions” is seen not true to facts on verification of the
documents produced.

The NIT dated 30.07.2020 ( Page 238 CF)stipulated among other things that
“..... on behalf of the Governor of Kerala invites online bids for the work detailed below
from the Registered 'A’ Class Bidders or Firms of Kerala PWD/Central PWD/Other
Central or State Government Departments/State or Central Public  Sector
Undertakings/shall be a company registered in india with annual turnover not less than
10crores etc. who have successfully completed at least one single project involving
offshore works lke dredging, breakwaters, deployment of submarine pipeling, fiing and
laying of geo synthetic tube in offshore works, breaker zone and beyond, construction
of marine structures in offshore environment {(work should be under state or central
government /public sector undertaking) costing more than 40 % (forty percentage) of
the estimated cost of this work within the last five years from the date of this Tender
Notification” and “, Registered Companies who do not possess a valid contract license
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as mentioned earlier shall furnish their experience certificate duly signed by a reputed
consultancy organization like IT, NIT, CWPRS, NIOT etc. Or International Reputed
Institutions””. In this regard the proforma for the experience certificate in respect of the
contractor DVP Infra Project Pvt. Limited issued by the Executive Engineer, Maharashtra
Maritime Board, Mumbai may be seen on page 253-254 CF with the confirmation from
Maharashira Maritime Board on Page 252 CF. The stipulations in the NIT are seen
folowed as per the Certificate of Experience.

The minutes of the PQ Committee dated 04.09.2020 constituted may also be
seen on page 243 CF. The Committee consisting of MD KSCADC; Director NCCR NIOT,
CE HED, CE KSCADC & Finance Manager KSCADC verified the documents of the pre-
qualification bid and are satisfied of the NIT Conditions.

Therefore the Experience Certificate produced by the coniractor is in order and
s as per NIT Conditions” .

i2. When the file has been resubmitted with the above clarification the Hon'ble Chief
Minister ordered to place it before the Council of Ministers.
13. Accordingly this was placed before the Council of Ministers in the meeting held
on 14.10.2020 and the Cabinet ordered to incorporate the remarks of Law Department
and to submit the Cabinet Note. When consulied Law Department remarked as follows.
“From the Notice Inviting Tender dated 30/07/2020 (No.1928/C/KSCADC/2019) it is
evidlent that three categories of persons are eligible fo apply for the work, viz, an
individual bidder, a firm and a Company. In the case of an individual bidder and a firm
they should possess “A class Registration 7 as prescribed in the PWD Manual In the
case of a Company alone a relaxation is seen given whereby it Is stipulated that “a
registered company who do not possess a valid contract ficense as mentioned earher
can instead furnish an experience cerfificate o apart from the fulfilment of other
conditions made applicable to them. In the Note furnished by Administrative Department
at page 246 c.f (minutes of the meeting of ihe pre-qualification commiftee dated
4/09/2020), it is stated the pre-qualfied bidder is a Company having regisiration in
india. Therefore the Administrative Department may at the first instance, verify and
satisfy the stafus of the company and also whether the company fulfils other
requirements applicable to company as per the Notice Inviting Tender.

Now coming fo the condition in the NIT regrading experience certificate to be
furnished by a Company, it is stipulated that such a Certificate should be one obtained
from “a reputed consultancy orgarization ke IT, MIT, CWPRS, MOT eic or an
international reputed institution . Therefore, the Administrative Depariment may
verify and satisfy whether the Maharashira Maritime Board can be considered
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as a 'reputed consultancy organization or as an international reputed
institution' so as to ensure the validity of the cerlificate produced by the

bidder.
The Finance Dept vide Para 12 n.f has observed that ihe stipulation in the NIT

regarding an experience certificate nstead of a valid coniract license is against the
provisions of the PWD manual However a perusal of the NIT makes it clear that three
calegories of person are entitled to apply for work. Among them individual bidder or
firm should pOSsess “ A class Registration ” as prescribed in the PWD Manual In the
case of a Company a relaxation is given and it is stipulated that ‘@ registered
company who do not possess a valid contract ficense as mentioned earlier can instead
furnish an experience certificate ” apart from the fulfilment of oiher conditions made
applicable to them. Such a condition in the NIT is permissible in the light of Procedures
and Guidslines for KHFB Frojects sanctioned vide GOMs) No.69/2018/Fin daled
24/02/201 of the Finance (hirasiruciure) Department. In the guidelines it is stated that
in the case of a KHFB funded project a bidding document shal be either as par
CPWD/PWD norms or as approved by the respective government Department which
controls the SPV. Hence in this case it may be ensured whether such an
approval of bidding document/NIT had been done by A/D either expressly or
impliedly in exercise of ifs power envisaged under clause 7.1.2 of the above
KIFB Guidelines. ”

14. Law Department has stated two things for verification by Administrative
Department.

1 Administrative Department may verify and satisfy whether the Maharashira
Maritime Board can be considered as a ‘reputed consuffancy organization or as
an international reputed institution' so as to ensure the valdity of the certificate
produced by the bidder.

2 Such a condition in the NIT is permissible In the lght of Procedures and
Guidelines for KIFB Projects sanclioned vide GOMs) No.69/2015/Fin dated
24/02/2018 of the Finance (Infrastructure) Department. In the guidelines it is
stated that in the case of a KIFB funded project a bidding document shall be
either as per CPWOD/PWD norms or as approved by the respective government
Department which controls the SPV. Hence in Ihis case it may be ensured
whether such an approval of bidding document/MT had been dong by
Administrative Department either expressly or impledly in exercise of its power
envisaged under clause 7.12 of the above KIFB Guidelines

15. Against the two issues specifically highlighted by Law Department file has again
been submitted with draft Cabinet Note by specifying that Administrative Department
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requires time to verify the credentials of the Board and Administrative Department has
not approved the bidding document/NIT either expressly or impliedly in exercise of its
power envisaged under clause 7.1.2 of the KIFB Guidelines.
16. The Chief Secretary opinioned that as per clause 7.1.2 of the guidelines for KIIFB
Project the bidding document shall be either as per CPWD/PWD norms or approved by
the respective Government Departments which controls the SPV. In this case, the
bidding documents have not been prepared as the norms of the CPWD/PWD norms.
Government has not approved the documents also. Hence bidding documents prepared
by the SPV is not considered as a valid document as per the KIFB Guidines. In view
of the above it is better to retender the project after completing all legal formalities.
7. When circulated the Hon'ble Minister ordered as follows.

18. Accordingly remarks of KHIFB and Technical Committee has been sought for.
Meanwhile as per the remarks of Law Dept, Maharashtra Govt. has been addressed for
informing whether Maharashtra Maritime Board can be considered as a ‘reputed
consultancy organization. Maharashira Maritime Board itself stated as {ollows;
Maharashtra Maritime Board is a statutory body of the Government of
Maharashtra, established under the Maharashtra Maritme Board Act, 1996 and
functioning under the administrative control of the Home (Ports} Department.
MMB has been entrusted with the responsibility of administration, control and
management of Non-Major Ports and Passenger Water Transport (PWT) on the
coastline of Maharashtra.
19. The Technical Committee comprising of the Dr. M.V.Ramana Murthy, Direcor,
NCCR, Managing Director, KSCADC, Chief Engineer, KSCADC and Senior Finance
Manager, KSCADC also submitted reports separately stating that Maharashtra Maritime
Board is a Government organisation and the Board comprises of officials of the State
with Hon'ble Cabinet Minister for Ports of the State as Chairman and is empowered
with the administration and development activites of ports and harbours, coastal
protection, offshore structures, conservancy, licensing of crafts levying of fees,
regulation and control of iraffic efc. The mission of the board is to accelerate integrated
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development of Maharashtra's coastiine by facilitating business-friendly investment
environment through futuristic policies and innovative port development syst ems. Few of
the important activities of institution includes major civil engineering works such as wharf,
jeities, coastal protection works, off terminals, offshore development repairs and
maintenance etc and hence to consider Maharashira Maritime Board as a reputed
institution and the experience certificate produced by the tenderer is the one being
issued by the reputed organization of the Country. Maharashtra Maritime Board is the
second highest reputed Maritime Board for the approval of tender qualification and one
among the best performing State maritime boards in India. Considering the above, the
committee has unanimously decided to consider the Experience Certificate furnished by
the board.

20.  KIFB informed that as per Para 7.12 of KIFB guidelines on tendering process
issuad in the Government Order cited, it is mandated that the Bidding Documents of
Special Purpose Vehicles (SPVs) shall either be as per CPWD/PWD norms or approved
by the respective Government Depariment. Therefore, KIFB has no objection if
Administrative Department takes a decision to accept the Bidding Documents. Hence
KSCADC has been requested to specify why the additional condition related to
experience certificate was incorporated, when it is not provided in the PWD Manual.
MD, KSCADC informed as follows :-

“In the re-tender notification the above additional condition was incorporated, in
addition to the conditions as per codal provision so as to enhance the participation from
eligible bidders. Only one bidder has participated in the re-tender and the rate quoted
was 6.60% above estimate rate. The selected bidder in the re-tender has completed
offshore works under Maharashtra Maritime board at a cost of Rs 148 crores and PWD
license is not mandatory for works costing more than 1.5 crores at Maharashtra. The
above statements were verified directly through Maharashtra Maritime Board. The
criteria for pre-qualification as per PWD norms such as technical capability, financial
capability, liquid asset etc. were evaluated by the pre-qualification committee constituted
by Govt. and the bidder is pre-qualified for the work.

The work is sanctioned on an experimental nature and requires more machinery and
equipments. Considering the special nature of work and lack of timely response on
tender calls, SPV had added additional conditions specific for the work, as special
conditions. The offer received in the re-tender is higher than that received in first tender.
On analysing the tender response it seems that, even if the work is re-tendered by
including the licensed contractors alone, the chances of getting participation and
better offer is remote.”
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21. Based on the justification provided by the Managing Director, Kerala State
Coastal Area Development Corporation and the clarification provided by Maharashira
Maritme Board as regards the status of the Board and the experience certificate as
wel as the recommendation of the Technical Committee of Kerala State Coastal Area
Development Corporation, the action of Managing Director, Kerala State Coastal Area
Development Corporation to incorporate the additional tender condition related to
eligibiity of the contractor that, "registered companies who do not possess a valid
contract license as mentioned earlier shall furnish their experience certificate duly signed
by a reputed consultancy organisation like 0T, NIT, CWPRS, NIOT etc or International
Beputed Institutions”  has been approved by the Fisheries Department as per GO (Rt)
No. 676/2020/F&PD dated. 17.11.2020 after tender procedure has been completed by
the Special Purpose Vehicle.

“From the Notice Inviting Tender dated 30/07/2020 (Ne.1928/C/KSCADC/2019) it is
gvident that three categories of persons are eligible to apply for the work, viz, an
ndividual bidder, a firm and a Company. In the case of an individual bidder and a firm
they should possess “A class Registration ” as prescribed in the PWD Manual In the
case of a Company alone a relaxation is seen given whereby it is stpulated that “a
registered company who do not possess a valid coniract lcense as mentionad earlier
can instead furnish an experierice certificate ” apart from the fulfiliment of other
conditions made appficable to them. In the Note furnished by Administrative Department
at page 246 c.f (minutes of the meeting of the pre-qualification cormmitiee dated
4/09/2020}, it is stated the pre-qualified bidder is a Company having registration in
India. Therefore the Administrative Department may af the first instance, verify and
satisfy the staius of the company and also wheiher the company fifils other
requirements applicable o company as per the Nolice lnviting Tender.

Now coming to the condition in the NIT regrading experience certificaie to be
furnished by a Company, it is stipulated that such a Certificate should be one obtained
