As per Government Order read as 13! paper above the selling
price of forest raw materials alloted to Hindustan News Print Ltd was
refixed @ Rs. 1000/1MT for the financial year 2016-17 as a special case in
relaxation to the price fixed as per Kerala Forest Produce (Fixation of
selling price)Act 1978.

2) The selling price of the Forest produce is fixed as per Kerala
Forest Produce(Fixation of selling price) Act 1978 and the price of Acacia

is fixed separately by Government. As per letter read as 27 and 39 paper
above the Managing Director, Hindustan News Print Ltd. requested to allot
forest raw materials like Bamboo, Reed, Eucalyptus and Acasia @ Rs.
1000/1MT for the year 2017-18 and 2018-19 as provided in the year 2016-
17 considering the facts that the company is passing through the phase of
financial crisis due to various reasons beyond control and about 10,000 of
families depend directly and indirectly upon the company.

3)In the above circumstances, Government have examined the
matter in detail and are pleased to accord sanction to allot the forest raw
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materials like Bamboo,Reed, Eucalyptus and Acacia @ Rs. 1000/1MT
(Rupees One Thousand per One Metric Tonne) to Hindustan News Print Ltd
for the year 2017-18 & 2018-19 also as provided during 2016-17 as a
special case.

Note for the Council of Ministers

This note relates to provide forest raw materials like Bamboo, Reed and
Eucalyptus and Acacia @ Rs.1000/1MT to Hindustan News Print Ltd(HNL) for the
year 2017-18, 2018-19 as provided in the year 2016-17.

2) As per G.O(MS) No. 2/17/F&WLD dated 10/01/2017, the selling price of forest
raw materials granted to Hindustan News Print Ltd was re-fixed @ Rs.1000/MT
for the financiat year 2016-17 as a special case. Considering the present financial
crisis of HNL and so many Labourers are depending upon HNL., the Managing
Director, Hindustan News Print Limited has requested to retain the price of forest
raw materials @ Rs.1000/1MT for the year 2017-18 and 2018-19 also.

3) The price of Bamboo, Reed and Eucalyptus were fixed as per Kerala
Forest produces (Fixation & Selling Prices) Act 1978. The price of Acacia have
been fixed separately by Government. The Principal Chief Conservator of Forests
(Forests, Land & Resources) reported that the price of Acacia for allotting to HNL
can be fixed based on the decision in the proposal for fixing the price of Acacia .
It is also reported that when the production cost of Acacia s examined it is
found that there is no variation in the cost of production in the year 2017-18 &
2018-19, hence the price of Acacia for the year 2017-18 can be fixed for the

year 2018-19.

4)  When the file was forwarded to Finance Department for remarks on the
fixation of price of Acacia and for allotting the forest produces to HNL @
1000/1MT, that Department offered the following remarks.

“The existing rates for M/s Hindustan News Print Ltd is quite low, hence
Administrative Department is requested to consider open auction instead of
adopting fixed rates.

This has the approval of Hon'ble Minister (Finance}
5) The selling price of forest raw materials granted to HNL was re-fixed @
Rs.1000/MT for the financial year 2016-17 and previous years as a special case.
But as the existing rate for the forest produce providing to M/s HNL is quite low,
Finance Department opined to consider open auction instead of adopting fixed

rates.

fixed rates.
