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INTRODUCTORY NOTE

This document contains the details of alteration made to the Plan Outlay of
the Original Budget Estimates 2011-12 that was presented in the Legislative
Assembly on 08.07.2011. The details of alterations made to the Plan Estimates are
included in Statements | to V. The existing State Plan Outlay of ¥.11030 crore for
2011-12 has not been changed. But the outlay of Centrally Sponsored Schemes
has been increased to X.192.20 crore. Owing to the alterations effected with
thrust on sectors such as Agriculture, Animal Husbandry, Rural Development,
Irrigation, Information Technology, Roads and Bridges etc., the total Plan Outlay for
2011-12 (including Central Share on Centrally Sponsored Schemes) has been
revised to I.12436.28 crore from I.12244.08 crore. Due priority has also been

given to Kuttanad Package, Smart City Project etc.

It was
launched as a 100% CSS during Tenth Plan and iftlgnenth Plan it is provided to
change the pattern of assistance in the ratio dfS835Research, technology promotion,
extension, development of water resources, posteBarmanagement, processing and
marketing are integrated in the project. A revieatlay 0fX1100.00 lakh is provided as
State share during 2011-12 and the project ha® tapproved as per the existing plan
implementation guidelines of the State.

2. Fallow land cultivation through people’s particpation(New)
(Outla¥500.00 lakh)

The cultivated area under food crapshe state is steadily declining. Fallow
land cultivation has been initiated in selected gbayats for promoting paddy
production. Considerable area is lying uncultidageie to various reasons. In order to
produce more food crops covering rice and vegesalileis proposed to initiate
comprehensive fallow land cultivation with peoplefsarticipation.  Appropriate
institutional mechanism, legal support and inputl anarketing support would be
provided for promoting the fallow land cultivatiamitiative. The technical support and
coordination would be through Krishi Bhavan. A mdioation mechanism would also be
introduced for effective linkage with various instions including local self government
institutions.

II. ANIMAL HEALTH CARE

1. Food security Project
(Outlay ¥ 1675.00 lakh)
A major project on state food security has beendhad during 2008-09 covering
rice, vegetables, milk and egg production. A cogeace approach is followed for the
implementation of the project. Backward and forwartkgration are visualized in the
project. It is expected to augment milk and eggdpobion in the state through the



intervention of the departments of Animal Husbandng Dairy development with the
support of local governments. The project envisattes promotion of farmer based
livestock production including integrated poultrgvélopment and support services. The
scheme on milk shed development and cattle feesidyprovided during 2011-12 have
to be dovetailed with this project for convergence.

Out of the total oR1675 lakhsX1000 lakh is provided as one time ACA during
2011-12, for integrated livestock development ateptial dairy blocks. An amount of
X250 lakh is set apart for interest subvention ofydand AH sector credit availed
through financial institution. The detailed proplofa credit support has to be prepared
as back ended support.

2. Assistance to Veterinary and Animal Science Unérsity (New)
(Outlay ¥2500.00 lakh)

The Veterinary and Animal Science University hasrbestablished in the state
with the head quarters at Pookot, Wayanad for #hesldpment of education, research
and extension in the Animal husbandry and dairyettgpment sectors. The Veterinary
and Animal Science faculty has been delinked frbm Kerala Agricultural University
for the establishment of the new University. Thdlege of Veterinary and Animal
Sciences at Mannuthy and Pookot in Wayanad, antkgeolof Dairy Science and
Technology at Mannuthy are the educational instifigt of the University. The research
stations and farms involved in Animal Husbandryeessh and support would be part of
the new university. An outlay 2500 lakh is earmarked for the establishment of the
University and for research, education and infrattre development of which an
amount oR1000 lakh is provided from RIDF under NABARD asaiste.

During the year it is proposed to modernize redeactivities in veterinary,
animal science and dairy science and also propdsecestablish a centralised
instrumentation and laboratory facility involvingxperimental animal rearing,
microbiological, biotechnological, parasitologicehemical and physical analysis and
incubator facilities. It is also proposed to rasture the instructional farms to produce
organic outputs on revolving fund mode. Augmentiodgder and feed production and
modernization of rearing techniques are also egeda An amount oR1500lakh is
provided under state plan for meeting the initethblishment expenses of the University
excluding salary. The component wise detailed jptdjas to be approved before release
of funds.

Separate provision has been earmarked under Animsbandry sector for
initiating applied research projects. It is alswisaged to avail support under RIDF of
NABARD for the upgradation and establishment ofasfructure facilities of farms and
institutions located in the rural areas.

3. Strengthening of existing veterinary hospitals ad Veterinary Dispensaries (75%
CSS) (new)
(Outlay ¥175.00 lakh)
A new scheme for strengthening existing veterinbogpital and veterinary
dispensaries has been launched by Gol in 2010-During the year an amount of
X768.75 lakh has been released by Gol as 75% shAareamount ofI175 lakh is



provided as state share of the scheme in the wevselget during 2011-12. The

milk production. The outlay of 1526 lakh is for Kerala Feeds Ltd during 2011-12
for the completion of cattle feed plant at Karunagappally (X1300lakhs) being the
spillover cost of which an amount of Y1200 lakhs approved under RIDF of
NABARD assistance and one time support for the completion of Mineral
mixture plant at Athavanad (25 lakh) and 201 lakhs for the establishment of
goat feed unit at Athavanad. An amount of Y226 lakhs for these projects is
provided as one time support from state plan to complete the projects. The
balance amount if required has to be found out from own savings or from

financial institutions since these are commercial activities of the KFL.
