THIS AGREEMENT is made on this ------- day of -------em-- , 2021 between
the Governor of Kerala (hereinafter called "The Government" which
expression shall include its successors and assigns) of the represented by the
Principal Chief Conservator of Forests (Forest Management) and Kerala State
Bamboo Corporation Ltd, a Company Registered under the Companies Act,
1956 and having its Registered Office at Angamaly South (hereinafter called
the "Corporatiori" which expression shall, where the context so admits or
implies, be deemed to include its successors and assigns) of the represented
by its Managing Director.

WHEREAS at the request of the Corporation, the Government vide G.O (---)
mmmemmmememee e e meee et gted S agreed to allow the Corporation to collect

and remove reeds (Ochlandra travancorica and Ochalandra rheedii) for a

- period of 5 years from 01-11-2020 to 31-10-2025 subject to the terms,

covenants, conditions and provisions contained in the aforesaid order. -

" AND WHEREAS, the. agreement dated 30" March 1981 expired on
31-10- 1990 and a new agreement could not be executed for the period from
01.11.1990 to 18.05.1993 due to Sofne administrative reasons and separate
orders have been siven to Kerala State Bamboo Corporation to extract Reeds,
it is decided that the extraction of Reeds made during 01-11-1990 to 18-05-

1993 shall be governed by the terms and conditions of the agreement dated 19-
05-1993.

AND WHEREAS the agreement dated 18-07-2001 expired on 31-10-

2005 and at the request of the Corporation, the Government vide G.O. (Rt)

NO. 584/05/F&WLD dated 26-10-2005(Annexure -2) agreed to allow the .

Corporation to collect and remove reeds for a period of 5 years from 01-11-
2005 to 31-10-2010 subject to the terms, covenants, conditions and provislions
contained in the aforesaid order and the agreement dated 06-07-2009.

AND WHEREAS, the agreement dated 06.07.2009 expired on 31-10-
2010 and at the request of the corporation, the Government vide G.O. (Rt) No.

period of 5 years from 01-11-2010 to 31-10-2015 subject to the terms and

NOW THESE PRESENT WITNESSETH AND IT IS HEREBY MUTUALLY
AGREED AS FOLLOWS:-

1. The agreement will be in force for a period of five years (5 years) from 01-
11-2020 to 31-10-2025.

2. The Corporation shall collect, remove and transport not more than 10,000
MT of reeds each year from the area specified in the schedule hereto under
cover of passes obtained from the Government. The agents or Contractors
of Corporation engaged for the work shall be got approved by the

Divisional Forest Officers concerned before such agreement and such

contractors or agents are liable to be terminated by Corporation if the

Divisional Forest Officer is convinced on any bad -report against them that
their work or conduct is not satisfactory. The collection and felling shall be
confined only to the prescribed localities and shall be done in such manner
as directed by the Range Forest Officer concerned to ensure that no damage
is caused to trees or other forest growth in the area. |
3. The Corporation agrees to collect alll the reeds scientifically extractable
from the area specified in the schedule. Only mature culmns will be felled
and not more than 50% (Fifty percent) of the culmns in any particular
clump shall be felled. The Corporation shall not cut reeds other than
Neitheetta and commit any act of waste. For the purpose of extracting reeds
“systematically from the areas prescribed in the schedule to this agreement,
the Corporation will be permitted by the Divisional Forest Officer
concerned to improve existing roads, coupe tracks and traces.
The Corporation shall be permitted to construct temporary sheds and

shelters in the coupe that is worked during the year and to make necessary



arrangements to safeguard against wild animals with the prior permission of*

the Forest Department.

. The Corporation shall not claim ‘any compensation for existing roads,
bridges etc., maintained by them for the transport of reeds and the
corporation shall leave the roads and bridges as such when their work is
completed.

. The Corporation shall collect and stack the reeds at convenient points. As
soon as a convenient consignment is collected, the Corporation shall make a
report to the concerned Range Forest Officer specifying the quantity of the
reeds céllected, the localities where they are stacked and the destination to
which they are to be transported. Thereafter, the concerned Range Forest
Officer will issue necessary pass in form No.lll for transport to the
destination requested. for after yerifying the quantity of reeds cbliected by
the Corporation. The Corporation shall produce the utilization certificate
“quarterly for the quantities of reed collected. The Corporation shall also
certify that the reeds collected are utilized by the Bamboo workers in the
State alone for the purposes stated in the agreement and not for any other
purpose. |

. For piecemeal transport of the reeds covered by departmental passes
subsidiary pass book in Form VI can be had on application from the
Divisional Forest Ofﬁcer. No subsidiary pass shall be issued for reeds not
covered by current departmental passes. A subsidiary pass for each cartload,
boat load, lorry load or raft shall be issued taking care that all the columns
are filled by thé.Corporation or their authorized agents. Each of suéh passes
shall be got checked by the forest officer of the concerned Forest
Station/Section before transporting. The Counterfoils of the used-up passes,
together with all unused passes, shall be returned to the Divisional Forest

Officer within 30 (thirty) days from the date of expiry of the agreement.



_7_.Not more thén 50% of the number of reeds in a clump shall be felled. No
clumps less than two years old shall be cut. There should be at least one full
inter-node intact between the cut end and ground. Top ends of 20
millimetres and above in diameter should not be wasted. The Corporation
shall carry out such other instructions of Range Forest Officer, Divisional
Forest Officer, Conservator of Forests or Chief Conservator of Fdrests in
modification of the above rules as may be found necessary from time to
time in the interest of the growth aﬁd regeneration of reeds and of a

sustained or increased supply thereof.

8.The Corporation shall not enter or send their men into the area, assigned for
working, without previously obtaining a licence signed by the respective

Divistonal Forest Officer.

9. a) The Corporation shall furnish the Divisional Forest Officer with the
names of all their agents or sub contractors or employees engaged to fell and
collect reeds from the area for the Divisional Forest Officers’ approval and
no other person shall be so employed. If, in the course of fellings, their work
or conduct is found unsatisfactory, they shall be discharged. The
subcontractof and the other employees shall be provided with certiﬂcaté
issued by t.he Corporatioﬁ showing that they have been so engaged by t‘he
Corporation. Reeds collected by the peréqns not authorized shall be liable
for confiscation. The Corporation shall be held responsible for all acts done

by them, or their agents or workmen and by persons authorized by them.

b) The reeds collected shall be used only for the supply to traditional
reed workers and for any violation without sanction further supply
~ from the range is liable to be stopped in addition to realization of

value of such reeds at twice the notified rate.

c) If any amount becomes due to workmen or mazdoors engaged by the



Corporation as per Workmen Compensation Act or as per provisions -
of the labour or similar laws, such amount shail be paid by the
Corporation. Any failure to do so will be considered as breach of the

terms of this agreement.

10. Collection of reeds should be commenced from one end of a coupe and
proceeded in regular order to the other end. The instruction given by the

forest officials shall be obeyed by the Corporation.

11. The Corporaﬁon shall maintain correct accounts of the collection and
counting of the reeds and furnish to the concerned Divisional Forest
Officer, with monthly extracts of such accounts before the 10" of the every
month. The accounts shall be open to inspection by the Divisional Forest
Officer, the Conservator of Forests or the Chief conservator of Forests
whenever such demand is made. The extraction, transportation and
distribution of reeds by the Corporation shall also be.open to inspections
by the Government. In cases the Corporation violates any provisions of the

- condition of the agreement, or any damages are caused to forest wealth,
the Corporation shall be liable to pay the actual loss sustained and a fine of
Rs. 1000/- in each case. Divisional. Forest Officer shall be competent to
recover loss and fine.

12. All money, due to the Govemmént from the Corporatioﬁ on account of the
agreement, if not paid within the time allowed shall be recovered from the
Corporation and their properties as arrears of land revenues, under the
provisions of the Revenue Recovery Act, 1968 or by any other legal

means.

- 13.The reeds are intended for the purpose for supplying through sales depots,
required quantities of reeds to the local bonafide consumers, small scale

cottage industries and other societies engaged in processing reeds, mats,

baskets etc. within the State. They will make sure that the reeds are
supplied direct to the bonafide consumers and that middlemen in reed
business are eliminated. The Forest Department will be at liberty to permit
collection of reeds by bonafide consumers such as Coupe Contractors,
Lessees, Scheduled Tribes and reed workers and consumers living within a

radius of 10 kilometers from the schedule area.

Any doubt or dispute arising in connection with this agreement shall be
referred to the Government and the decision of the Government in the

mattef shall be final.

15. The Corporation shall at all times comply with the provisions of the Kerala

16.

Forest Act, the Wildlife (Protection) Act, the forest (Conservation) Act and
other Relevant Acts and Rules in force thereunder and the provisions of
this agreement shall be taken in all respect as subject to such Acts and

Rules.

The Corporation shall be respons‘ible for the fire protection in the

coupe/area allotted to them for collection of reeds. Should any fire occur in
the allotted area, the Corporation shall render every assistance and use
their best endeavors to extinguish the fire and they shall in all cases give

immediate notice of the occurrence of the fire to the nearest Forest, Police

~ or Revenue Ofﬁcer.”The Corporation shall safeguard all reeds collected

and stacked from fire and if any of the reeds collected and stacked be
burnt, lost or rendered useless, their value calculated at the notified rates

shall be r'edovered from the Corporation.

17.The contract is not transferable without the written sanction of

Government.

18.The Corporation shall, after the expiry of this agreement, submit such

accounts as may be called for by the Divisional Forest Officers for the

e —— e, .



- preparation of liability. and any sum found due from the Corporation shall’
be recoverable from the assets of the Corporation as provided by condition

12 above,

19. The Corporation shall be liable for any illicit felling, wild life offences
" found in or around the vicinity (2 chains) of the coupe allotted to them and
also liable for any loss caused to the department by the acts and omission in

the part of its employees and workmen.

20. Any modifications to the terms of this ‘agreement can be made only by

written agreement between the parties to that effect.

21.In the event of failure on the part of the Corporation to act upon ahy of the
~ conditions set forth above the contract shall be liable to be cancelled and the
Corporation shall have no claim over the reeds either standing or laying
felled on the area and the Corporation shall be liable also for any damage or
loss caused or sustained by Government on account of failure on the part of

the Corporation to act upon all dr any of the condition of the agreement.

22.For the purpose of this agreement, if needed, a Section Forest Ofticer or a
Deputy Range Forest Officer will be posted by the Forest Department for
the supervision of the works of the Corporation in ail Forest Divisions and
the Corporation hereby agrees that the pay and allowances of the Officer
according to the scales prescribed from time to time by the Government
shall be paid by them. The charges for 3 months shall be remitted by the
Corporation in advance and on the expiry of this period, a further advance
for 3 .months shall also be remitted and the process continues till the
termination of the ag,reemeht. If at the expiry of the agreement period the
actual expenditure towards the above establishment charge is found to be
more. than the amount remitted by the Corporation, they shall reimburse to

the Forest Department the balance as demanded by the Divisional Forest



Ofﬁcer If on the other hand the amount remltted is found in excess, the

Corporatlon shall be entlt[ed to get the excess amount refunded.

'23.Felling rules are subject to change in accordance with working plan

prescriptions, or as decided by the Government, and collection of reeds
shall be without prejudice to the community rights conferred on the tribals
and traditional forest dwellers as per provisions of Scheduled Tribes and

Other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights) Act 2006

“and rules thereunder.

24.The Corporation hereby declares that the executants of this deed on behalf

~ of the Corporation has full authority to execute this deed by virtue of the

Articles of Association of the Corporation.
