S. R. O. No. 43/2015.—In exercise of the powers conferred by section 1B of
the Kerala Official Languages Act, 1969 (7 of 1969) and in partial modification of
the Notification issued as No. 114885/0L/72/PD dated 30th April, 1974, the
Government of Kerala hereby direct that Malayalam shall be used as Official
Language in all Departments and Institutions, their Administrative Departments in
the Secretariat, Government/Quasi Government/Autonomous/Public Sector/
Co-operative/Local Self Government Institutions, existing and which may be
established in future, except in the circumstances under which the use of
English and the Minority Languages of the State namely Tamil and Kannada
shall be used as provided by law. .

Explanatory Note

(This does not form part of the notification, but is intended to indicate its
general purport.)

Section 1B of the Kerala Official Languages Act, 1369, empowers
Government to issue notification directing that Malayalam or English shall be
used in tespect of such official purposes as may be specified in the notification.
As per Notification No. 114885/OL/72/PD dated 30-4-1974, Government have
directed to prepare the notes of the files in the Secretariat either in Malayalam
or in English according to the discretion of the employee. Moreover Government
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have issued notifications declaring Malayalam as official language in
77 Government Departments, their Administrative Departments in the Secretariat,
65 Public Sector/Co-operative Undertakings and 31 Autonomous Organisations,
so far. Now the Government have decided to direct to use Malayalam as Official
Language in all Departments, Instifutions, their Administrative Departments in the
Secretariat/Quasi Government/Auntonomous/Public Sector/Co-operative/Local Self
Government Institutions, existing and which may be established in future, except
in the circumstances under which the use of English and Minority Languages of
the State namely Tamil and Kannada have to be used as provided by law.

This notification is intended to achieve the above object.
