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NOTE FOR THE COUNCIL OF MINISTERS

This note deals with the request from the Manager, LIC Housing
Finance Ltd for extending the period for availing the benefit of remission of
Stamp duty and Fees for the certified copies of title deeds lost or destroyed

during the flood in August , 2018, to a further period of three months.

2. Many people lost their valuable documents like title deeds during
the floods which occurred in the State in August, 2018. Goverment, as per
G.O (P) Nos.169/2018/T.D & G.O(P) No.170/2018/T.D dated 24/10/2018
have remitted the Stamp duty and Fees for issuance of certified copies of
such documents. The periods for which the benefit granted was upto 31*
December, 2018. Later, as per GO(P) Nos.145/2019/T.D & 146/2019/T.D
dated 24/09/2019, the period was extended upto 31* March, 2020 and then as
per GO(P) Nos.103/2020/T.D & 104/2020/T.D dated 17/08/2020, extended

the same upto 31* December 2020.

3. Now, the Manager, LIC Housing Finance Ltd has requested in
Government for a further extension of three months period as they could not
obtain the certified copies of nearly a thousand documents due to the lock
down imposed in the State pursuant to Covid -19 Pandemic.

4. The Inspector General of Registration has reported that the power
to remit the Stamp duty and Fees is vested in Government as per Section 9
of the Kerala Stamp Act and section 78(2) of the Registration Act, 1908.

5. When consulted, the Finance Department has remarked as follows:
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6. Since the three months period required by the LIC has already been
elapsed by 31 March 2021, the period granting remission by Stamp duty
and Fees is to be extended upto 31* December 2021.
