the Constitution of India, the Governor of Kerala hereby makes the following rules 

further to amend the Rules of Business of the Government of Kerala, namely:-
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R ules

1. Short title and commencement.- (1) These Rules may be called the Rules of 

Business of the Government of Kerala (2nd Amendment) Rules, 2021.

(2) They shall come into force at once.

2. Amendment o f the Rules.- In the Rules of Business of the Government of Kerala,

in Part II, in the FIRST SCHEDULE, under the heading DISTRIBUTION OF 

BUSINESS AMONG DEPARTMENTS OF THE SECRETARIAT,-

(1) under the sub-heading ‘XIX. HOME DEPARTMENT’, under item ‘F. 

Other Acts and Rules’,

(i) the existing entry “1.Advocates Act” shall be omitted;

(ii) the existing serial numbers from 2 to 28 shall be renumbered consecutively as 

serial number 1 to 27;

(2) under the sub-heading ‘XXIII. LAW DEPARTMENT’, under the item, 'C. 

Other matters', after serial number 8 and the entry against it, the following serial number 

and entry shall respectively, be inserted, namely:-

“9. Advocates Act”.
