Electronics & Information Technology Department - Surrender of an
extent of 9.75 acres of Technopark land  to Revenue Department for
transferring the land to Social Justice Department for giving it to
National Institute of Speech and Hearing (NISH)  -  Orders issued.

ORDER
 
          Technopark had acquired an extent of 56 acres of land at
Cheruvakkal, Attipra, Kazhakuttam – Menamkulam Villages for
creating a Support Facilities Complex for the main campus in
Thiruvananthapuram. As per Government Order read as 2nd  paper
above, out of this 56 acres, an extent of 15 acres of land was leased out to
National Institute of Speech and Hearing (NISH), for 99 years, @ 10% of
the market value for non commercial purposes. As per the Government
Orders read as 3rd and 4th papers above, the land allotted to NISH was
limited to an extent of 9.75 acres in  Survey Nos 567/1, 567/3, 568/1,
568/2 of Attipra village with the same terms and conditions and that the
lease rent from 10.07.2003 to 31.03.2004 will  be retained as 10% of the
market value of the land leased to NISH and from 01.04.2004 it is re-
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fixed to 2% of the market value.
   2.  National Institute of Speech and Hearing (NISH) is set up with the
primary objective of taking up activities necessary for the welfare and
rehabilitation of the hearing impaired and the institute has been
conducting Early Intervention Programs, as well as University level
Degree programs for the deaf and hard of hearing population, affiliated
to the University of Kerala. NISH has submitted to Government that
being a Service organization with limited grant from Government, they
are not in a position to pay yearly rent and the payment of rent will
affect the social service projects of NISH.   NISH also requested the
Government to transfer Technopark land where it is now functioning,
free of cost to them, as it is imperative that the land be in the name of
NISH for upgrading to University.
   3. The Chief Executive Officer, Technopark has  reported that for the
development and settlement of LAR cases for the said land an amount of
Rs. 1,86,82,720/-  has been incurred and that the entire cost involved in
the land leased out to NISH at Akkulam, Thiruvananthapuram, has
been met from the Government grant and no internal fund of
Technopark has been utilized for the development of the said land. 
   4. Government have examined the matter in detail and are pleased to
order that an extent of 9.75 acres of Technopark land in Survey Nos
567/1, 567/3, 568/1, 568/2 of Attipra village, Thiruvananthapuram,
acquired for Technopark by invoking provisions contained in Old Land
Acquisition Act, 1894, where NISH is now functioning on lease,  is
surrendered to Revenue Department for transferring the land to Social
Justice Department for giving it to National Institute of Speech and
Hearing (NISH) by writing off the dues of Rs.1,86,82,720/- (Rupees One
Crore Eighty Six Lakh Eighty two Thousand Seven Hundred and
Twenty Only) payable by NISH to Technopark. 
   5. Revenue/ Social Justice Departments is entrusted to transfer/ assign
the land to NISH.

"Administrative Department has sought specIc remarks on the draft 

Cab i;iet Note for surrendering an extent of 9.75 Acres of Technopark land 

to Revenue Dept for transferring the same to Social Justice Dept for 

giving it to National Institute of Speech & Hearing (NISH) by writing off 

the dues payable by NISH to Technopark. Here remarks has been sought 

especially in the matter that the land acquired for a specific purpose ie 

for the development of main campus for Technopark may be transferred 

to NISH. 

In this connection it is pointed out that acquisition of 56 acres of 

land in Cheruvakkal, Attipra, Kazhakootam & Menamkuiam Villages of 

Tvpm for the development of main campus for Technopark has been done 

by invoking the provisions contained in Old LA Act, 1894. 

Section 99 of the LARR Act, 2013 which has been made applicable 

as on 01.01.2014, does not per/nit deviation from the purpose or related 

purposes for which the land was originally acquired Provided that, if the 

land acquired is rendered unusable for the put pose for which it was 

acquired due to a fundamental change because of any unforeseen 

circumstances, then the appropriate Government may use such land for 

any other public purpose. 



The old LA Act, 1894 does not mention that land acquired for a 

specJlc purpose may be utilized for other put poses. Based on the various 

litigations pending, the Govt. have framed general guidelines as per 

G.O(Ms) No 387/00/RD dated 22.12.2000. 

As per G. 0. (Ms)No. 387/00/RD dated 22.12.00, spec,fIc guidelines 

have been framed for disposal of land acquired under the Land 

Acquisition Act and unutilized for the purpose for which it was acquired 

by the Govt. The guidelines specifr that when any land acquired for a 

public purpose is not required for that purpose or for any other purpose 

of the department for which land was acquired, the Department 

concerned should bring this to the notice of the District Collector 

concerned and hand over possession of the land to the Revenue 

Department imniediateey Until such handing over of possession, it shall 

be the responsibility of the acquiring department to keep the land free 

from any encroachment. Immediately on receipt of such intimation, the 

District Collector shall ascertain from all Govt. Departments and the 

Local Bodies concerned whether they require the land for their use and 

get fully sat isJled about the genuineness of the claims made. If the land is 

needed by any of the Govt. Departments, Local Bodies or Public Sector 

undertakings, the District Collector should take further action for the 

transfer/assignment of the land in accordance with the standing 



instructions relating to transfer of land between Government 

Departments or between Government Department and Local Bodies or 

assignment of land to Public Sector Undertaking as the case may be. In 

the case of more than one claimant for the land., it shall be referred to the 

Government for their decision. If the land could not be disposed of as 

mentioned above, it shall be disposed of through public auction, 

following the procedure prescribed in the Kerala Revenue Recovery Act 

fOr the auction of attached immovable properties, except the procedure 

prescribed under Section 50 of said Act for bidding on behalf of 

Government. Auction should be conducted only after fixing the upset 

price of the land, which should not be below the market value of the land 

prevailing at the time of auction or the amount spent by Government for 

the acquisition of the land whichever is higher. 

Hence, as per the standing instructions issued as per G.O. 

(Ms)No. 38 7/00/lW dated 22.12.2000, the land acquired for a specic 

purpose ie for the developmen't of main campus for Technopark by 

invoking the provisions contained in Old LA Act, 1894 may be 

transferred to NISH." 
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
