      As per the Government Order read as 1 st paper above, Administrative
Sanction was accorded for an estimated cost of  ₹29,64,61,089/- from the
SDRF Capacity Building Window, HoA-2245-02-101-94-01-Flood Other
Items, for the construction work of Alternate State Emergency Operation
Centre in the North Block of Government Secretariat,

Thiruvananthapuram. As per the Government Order read as 2nd paper above
technical sanction was accorded for the IT components of ASEOC for an
amount of  ₹19,20,37,705/-. 

      2. As per letter read as 4 th paper above, M/s TCIL have expressed
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interest to undertake the ASEOC project on a turnkey basis as a single
vendor solution provider, including the selection of the agency and its micro
management until the completion of the project. Member Secretary, KSDMA
as per letter read as 5th and 6th paper above has reported that M/s TCIL is a 
Mini Ratna company of Government of India and they were selected as
PMC  for the NCRMP- II  on a nomination basis based on the advice of
NDMA. The current proposal of ASEOC is an extension of the facilities in
the Fusion Centre of KSEOC.
