ORDER

As per the decision taken in the meeting held on 06.12.2024,
between the Hon'ble Chief Minister and Hon'ble Union Minister for Road

Transport and Highways, the State Government was requested to take a
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decision to waive off royalties on construction materials and state share

in goods and services tax for future projects instead of providing state

share for national highway development. As per the letter read as 4th
paper above, the National Highway Authority has submitted the draft
Financial Participation Agreement to be signed between State and
Central Governments. The State Government have to waive off royalties
on construction materials and reimburse state share of GST for all
projects which are planned to be implemented in future by National
Highway Authority in Kerala, in accordance with the provisions of the

agreement.

2. As per Government Order read as 15! paper above, state
Government accorded sanction to execute a Tripartite Agreement among
National Highway Authority of India, the Principal Secretary(PWD) and
the Chief Executive Officer(KIIFB) , regarding the State bearing 25% of
the cost of land acquisition for widening of National Highway 66 from

Kasaragode to Thiruvananthapuram. As per Government Order read as

ond paper above the extent of the above agreement was made applicable
to following projects also

1) Theni-Munnar-Kochi (NH 85),

2) Kozhikkode-Palakkad (NH 966) and

3)Thiruvananthapuram- Angamali greenfield project.

Subsequently a supplementary agreement was signed among
NHALKIIFB and PWD. Among these three  projects,
Thiruvananthapuram-Angamaly Green Field project has been withdrawn,
NHALI has not requested State Share for the Theni-Munnar-Kochi (NH
85) project, and the share requested by the National Highway Authority
for National Highway 966 has not been made available from KIIFB yet .
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As per the letter read as 5th

paper above, National Highway Authority
has requested to waive off State share of GST on construction services
and Royalty on construction materials in the case of National Highway
966 , instead of bearing 25% of the land acquisition cost , among the
projects for which state share has been sanctioned as per Government
Order read as 2nd paper above.

3. The Government have examined the matter in detail and
hereby approve the Financial Participation Agreement attached as
Annexure 1 to this order and also accord sanction to enter into Financial
Participation Agreement between Central Government and State
Government to waive off royalties on construction materials and
reimburse state share of GST for all projects which are planned to be
implemented in future by National Highway Authority in Kerala and are
attached as Annexure 2. Since National Highway 966 is also listed

among the projects to be implemented, the supplementary agreement

executed as per the Government Order read as ond

paper above granting
permission to release the state share stands cancelled.

4. The exemption of royalty on construction materials required for all
projects planned to be executed by NHAI in Kerala in future,in
relaxation of Rule (7) and (32) of the KMMC Rules 2015, is subject to

the following conditions:

a. The granite products and other rock products excavated/used during
the construction of the National Highways and the royalty free
construction materials shall be used only for the construction of the
those National Highways.

b. The joint team of District Geologist and the Engineer appointed by
NHALI shall certify the quantity of products to be exempted from
royalty.
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5. The share of Goods Service Tax (GST) received by the State
Government as part of the construction of the National Highway projects
will be given as a grant to the National Highway Authority of India.
Taxes and Finance Departments should jointly develop a procedure for
sanctioning grant after scrutinizing the proposal submitted by National

Highways Authority of India.

FINANCIAL PARTICIPATION AGREEMENT

This Financial Participation Agreement is executed on this
P ) between the President of India, exercising
executive powers of
Government of India acting through Sri/Smt (Name,
Designation and Address), Joint Secretary (Highways), Ministry of Road
Transport and Highways, having its principal office at Transport
Bhawan, 1, Parliament Street, New Delhi - 110001 [hereinafter referred
to as the “Authority” which expression shall, unless repugnant to the
context or meaning thereof, deemed to mean and include its
administrators, successors, assigns and the implementing agency i.e.
the National Highways Authority of India hereinafter referred to as the
“NHAI”, established under the National Highways Authority of India Act,
1988, and having its principal offices at G-5 & 6, Sector-10, Dwarka,
New Delhi-110075] of the FIRST PART:

And

the Governor of Kerala, for and on behalf of the Government of
Kerala acting through the Secretary, Public Works Department,
Government of Kerala, Sri/Smt......coiiiiiiiiiniiinnnnnn. (Name,
Designation and Address) (hereinafter referred to as the “State
Government”) which expression shall unless repugnant to the context
or meaning thereof deemed to mean and include its successors, assigns
and permitted substitutes of the SECOND PART:

Each party individually termed as Party and collectively as “Parties”.

WHEREAS, the Authority has proposed for undertaking various
National Highway Development projects (including widening of existing

NH as well as construction of new greenfield projects) in the State



under various schemes of the Authority through different agencies;

AND WHEREAS, in view of the high density of population in Kerala
and the high level of land cost, and considering the inordinate delay in
completing National Highway Development projects in several parts of
the State of Kerala due to financial constraints in land acquisition as
well as increased construction cost and taking into account the need
for providing quality road infrastructure in the State in the social and
economic interests of the State has, the State Government after
mutual consultation with the Authority, has agreed to reimburse the
State GST part on Construction services and waive off royalty on
construction materials as part of construction of the aforesaid National

Highway Development projects;

And whereas The Government of Kerala have accorded sanction
vide [G.O............ ]dated[............. ] for entering into agreement between

the parties (Annexure).

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing covenants
and agreements set forth in this Agreement, the sufficiency and
adequacy of which, is hereby acknowledged, and intending to be

legally bound hereby, the respective-Parties agree as follows:
1. DEFINITIONS AND INTERPRETATION
1.1 Definitions

In this Agreement, the Following words and expressions shall, unless
repugnant to the context or meaning thereof, have the meaning

hereinafter respectively assigned to them:

(a) “MOU”, means this Memorandum of Understanding and any

amendment thereto made in accordance with the provisions contained



in the MOU;

(b) “Cure Period”, means the period specified in this Agreement
for curing any breach or default of any provision of this Agreement by
the party responsible for such breach or default, and shall commence
from the date on which a notice is delivered by one party to the other
party asking the latter to cure the breach or default specified in such

notice.

(c) “National Highway Development projects”, means all projects
involving widening of existing National Highways as well as construction
of New greenfield highway projects implemented in the State of Kerala

by the National Highways Authority of India.

(d) "Steering Committee" shall be a committee comprising of the
Regional Officer ofthe NHAI, Regional Officer of the Ministry of Road
Transport & Highways of Govt. of India, Joint Secretary in the State
Finance Department and the Chief Engineer (National Highways) in the
State Public Works Department.

(e) "State GST" means the State Tax levied as per the Kerala State
Good and Services Tax Act on road construction service for National
Highway Development projects implemented by National Highway
Authority of India.

(H “Royalty on construction materials” means royalty levied by
the State Govt. on various construction materials as per the Kerala

Minor Mineral Concession Rules.

(g) “State share” means the State GST and royalty on
construction materials as part of implementation of aforesaid National

Highway Development projects



(h) "Negotiation Committee” shall be a Committee consisting of
the Secretary to the Public Works Department, the Regional officer of
the NHAI, the Regional officer of the MoRTH and the Chief Engineer
(National Highways) in the State Public Works Department formed for
the purpose of amicable resolution of disputes as provided for in this

Agreement.

1.2 Interpretation

a) The words and expressions beginning with capital letters and defined

in this agreement shall have the meaning ascribed thereto herein.

b) References to Clauses are, unless stated otherwise references to

Clauses of this Agreement.

2.  FINANCIAL PARTICIPATION

2.1 The State Government shall reimburse the State’s Share on quarterly
basis within seven working days from the date of intimation of the
claim by Authority in such designated bank account as may be specified
by the Authority.

2.2 For removal of all ambiguity, the State Government shall reimburse the
State’s share on pro-rata basis quarterly upon submission of documents
by the Authority with regard to payment of State GST and Royalty on
construction materials for various National Highway Development

projects.
3. IMPLEMENTATION ARRANGEMENTS

3.1 The State Government and the Authority have agreed to complete the

Specified NH Projects in a time bound manner.

3.2 The State Government shall be responsible for ensuring that the Land

Acquisition in respect of the Specified NH Projects is done efficiently on



priority.

3.3 For smooth implementation of the arrangements, the Authority shall
upon sanctioning of a particular National Highway development project
as stated above shall intimate the State government for sanctioning of
State share for the same and the State government shall within Fifteen
working days of such intimation, issue specific Government Order

sanctioning the State share.

3.4 Further, the Authority shall on quarterly basis submit the proof of
deposition of State GST as well as receipts (or Proof) of deposition of
royalty on various construction materials in aforesaid National Highway

Projects to the State government.

3.5 The State government shall immediately, but not later than Fifteen
working days of such intimation, reimburse the State's Share to the
designated bank account in respect of the aforesaid National Highway

Projects.

3.6 The levy and collection of toll fees, if any shall be as per the existing

procedures in vogue and shall not form part of this Agreement.

3.7 The implementation Arrangements of the fund deposits, as described in
this Agreement, for the Specified NH Projects shall be monitored by the
Steering Committee. The Steering Committee shall periodically, at least
once in every month review the process of fund reimbursement by the
State government and the Authority shall be responsible to bring to the
attention of the State Government, if warranted, of any delays or
procedural hurdles in respect of the payments envisaged in this

Agreement.

3.8 Upon completion of execution of a particular National Highway project,

the Steering committee shall carry out reconciliation of the reimbursed



State share to correct (discrepancies, if any) and settle the book of

accounts.

3.9 The Authority shall submit the schedule of implementation of the

4.

Specified NH Projects, after completion of the land acquisition, to the
Steering Committee. In the event of any delay in implementing any of
the aforesaid NH Projects from the above time schedule, the State
government shall be kept informed about such events, and the Steering
Committee shall be appraised on the subsequent action to complete the

implementation within the approved or revised time schedule.

INDEMNITY

4.1 General Indemnity

9.

a) The Authority will indemnify regarding aforesaid NH Projects to

defined and hold the State Government harmless against any and all
proceedings, actions and third-party claims for any loss, damage,
cost and expense arising out of any breach by the Authority of any of
its obligations under this Agreement or on account of failure of the

Authority to comply with applicable laws and applicable permits.

b) The State Government will indemnify, defend and hold the Authority

harmless against any and all proceedings, actions and third party
claims for any loss, damage, cost and expense arising out of failure
of the State Government to fulfill any of its obligations under this
Agreement materially and adversely affecting the performance of
the Authority's obligations under this Agreement other than any loss,
damage, cost and expense, arising out of acts done in discharge of
their lawful functions by the State Government, their officer,

servants and agents, as the case may be.

DISPUTE RESOLUTION



5.1 Any dispute, difference or controversy of whatever nature howsoever

arising in connection with this Agreement between the Parties and so
notified in writing by any Party to any Other Party (“the Dispute”) shall,
in the first instance, be attempted to be resolved amicably through
negotiations conducted by the Negotiation Committee defined in 1.1 (h)

of this Agreement.

5.2 The Parties agree to use their best efforts for resolving all disputes

arising under or in respect of this Agreement promptly, equitably and in
good faith, and further agree to provide each other with reasonable
access during normal business hours to all non-privileged records,

information and data pertaining to any dispute.

5.3 In the event of failure by the parties to settle the dispute amicably the

aggrieved party can resort to resolve their grievances through
Arbitration by following the Procedure & Rules of Arbitration as framed
by SAROD. The Arbitration shall be under the provisions of the
Arbitration & Conciliation Act, 1996 as amended from time to time. The
Arbitration shall be by appointing a Sole Arbitrator from the Arbitrators
empaneled with SAROD. The Sole Arbitrator shall be entitled to
Arbitration Fee as per Fee Schedule of SAROD, applicable to Sole
Arbitrator at the relevant time when the dispute was referred to him
for adjudication. The venue of Arbitration shall be at New Delhi. The
Courts of Delhi shall have exclusive jurisdiction in all matters arising
under the Arbitration Proceedings vis-a-vis the Arbitration &
Conciliation Act, 1996 as amended including execution of Arbitration

Awards.

WAIVER

The National Highways Authority of India (NHAI) is
redeveloping the major National Highways in the State, and multiple
construction agencies have been contractually engaged for this purpose
in different stretches. Regional Officer, NHAI at Thiruvananthapuram
has brought to the notice of State Government that one of the required
items as provided for in Bill of Quantities (BOQs) in the contracts with
agencies is ‘red earth’ which is primarily meant for development of
alignment bases, leveling and filling etc. for redeveloping the stretches of
National Highways, and paucity, lack of availability in the vicinity of
Highway alignments, higher cost, and public resistance in certain
locations for obtaining red earth are causing delays in the completion of
NH stretches. Accordingly, the appropriate intervention has been sought
from State Government in having provided for approvals to dredge water
bodies to appropriate ordinary earth material and to appropriate the
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dredged materials already available on selected sites free of cost for
substitute usage of ‘red earth’ which would assist timely completion of
NH 66 redevelopment.

2. The Government as per Government Order read as 15t paper
above have accorded approval for dredging and utilization of recovered
earth in National Water Way in Ashtamudi Lake without levying any

cost, and as per Government Order read as ond above, exemption was
provided from ‘Royalty and Seignorage’ subject to limiting its use for
NH development solely and with retention of records of dredged
quantities of earth and monies for exempted royalties. However, as per

Government Order read as 3" above, it was ordered for recovery of the
amount from the NHAI contracted agencies towards the cost of dredged
earth materials at the rates fixed in Schedule of Rates (SoR) for NHAI's
projects and deposit the collected amount with the State Government on
a "Running Bill" basis. The Government as per Government Order read

as 4™ above accorded approval for providing the spoil dredged from the
National Water Way in Vembanad Lake on the same terms and
conditions as above for Ashtamudi Lake.

3. [n consideration of the orders of the Government in this subject

matter, Regional Officer, NHAI as per letter read as 4th paper above has
submitted the Cost comparison statement of red earth as appearing in the
various contracts with agencies for development of NH stretches
conveying that in certain contracts, the amount provided for red earth is
higher than the cost of dredging and transportation to sites and only in
those cases where the cost in contracts with NHAI agencies is emerging
more than the actual cost of dredging and transportation, there is a
possibility of these contractors paying the said amount to the State
Government and wherever the contracted amount is less than the actual
cost of dredging and transportation, there is no possibility of recovering
any amount from these contractors. The comparative cost statement for
using already available dredged material by contractual obligations of
Water Resources Department or CSIND 1s showing a similar situation as
reported for dredging.

4. Government have examined the matter in detail. The justification
for the proposal for abandonment of anticipated revenue includes to
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consider the expenditure State ought to have incurred for dredging of
these water bodies for enhancing water availability and increased e-flow
had the State undertaken these contracts which are highly necessary; the
cost for dis-aggregating the virgin earth or a hillock dismemberment to
obtain these earth filling materials for NH development which certainly
has huge enormous direct and environmental cost; preliminary
investigation reports states that such dredged materials are not fit for use
as construction materials; devoid of other economic value; the specified
rate in DSR is assigned keeping description of the material for 'filling";
environmental good would be achieved by the required use as it would
assist in having avoided earth excavations including of decimation of
hillocks; water bodies basins including River channels would be
deepened for higher water holding and better e-flow without any
expenditure from State exchequer; non requirement of storage space for
dredged material etc.; and the major objective of aiding expedited
completion of NH stretches.

5, In the circumstances stated above, Government are pleased to
approve the following policy framework for dredging and use of dredged
materials from the water bodies for the development of NH stretches in
the State incorporating the following conditions:

i. The permission for dredging is limited to the works taken up by the
NHAI inside the State only.
i. The assessment of composition of the earth material and fixation of

price will be done by Irrigation department and Irrigation
department will ensure that there is no delay in the testing of silt/soil
and assessment process.

iii. Only those materials established after soil testing and found neither

having any mineral content nor having composition for any
construction value shall be allowed to be utilized by the NHAI/
NHALI agencies for the stated purpose.

iv. The dredging shall not be allowed in ecologically fragile areas or in
places where there is significant mineral content available.
v. The initial and final levels of the sites will be taken by the

Executive Engineer in Irrigation Department for ascertaining the
quantity of materials dredged out by NHAI/NHAI contracted
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agencies.
vi. No Seigniorage or Royalty shall be levied on the dredged spoil/earth

on condition that it should be used only for the purpose of
development of National Highways.

vii.. The Engineer authorized by the NHAI and the District Geologist

concerned will certify and keep the quantity of the Seigniorage and
royalty exempted dredged materials which is being used for the
construction of the National Highway, and the NHAI and District
Geologist will retain the records and copy of the same will be
provided to the Executive Engineer of Water Resources Department
and Coastal Shipping & Inland Navigation Department.

vii. If dredging is to be done in the National Waterway, it will be
subject to NOC from Inland Water ways Authority of India (IWAI).
ix. The Regional Officer of the NHAI will provide the comparative

statement for each proposal for average rate at site for usage of red
or borrow earth in the contract and average rate at site for usage of
dredged material.

x. In those cases where the dredging is to be done by the NH

contractor and wherever the "average rate at site for usage of borrow
earth” in the contract is less than the "average rate at site for usage
of dredged material", no recoveries shall be made from the
contractor and wherever the average rate at site for usage of borrow
earth in the contract is more than the "average rate at site for usage
of dredged material”, the difference shall be recovered from the
contractor on running bill basis and paid to the State exchequer.

xi. In those cases where the soil dredged by the any State Government

department 1s being used by the NHAI for the development of
National Highway, and wherever the "average rate at site for usage
of borrow earth in the contract" is less than the "average rate at site
for usage of dredged material", no recoveries shall be made from the
contractor and wherever the "average rate at site for usage of borrow
earth in the contract" is more than the "average rate at site for usage
of dredged material”, the difference shall be recovered from the
contractor on running bill basis and paid to the State exchequer. The
NHALI should include the dredging cost for calculating "Average
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rate at site for usage of dredged material".

Accordingly, as per the letter read as third paper above the Regional
Officer, Kerala, NHAI has submitted their request to the Government for
necessaxly' modifications in  the G.O.(Ms.) No. 28/2021/RD, dated
28.01.2021 so as to allocate non-arable Government land for operating
quarries on nomination basis, only for the purposes of public projects
related to the development of National Highway works in the State,
costing more than Rs. 500 crore.

Government have examined the application read as third paper above
in detail and are pleased to issue following orders.

Sanction is accorded to allot NOC, without auction to the applications
being submitted on nomination basis for quarrying in the Government
puramboku lands for the single projects, costing more than Rs.500 crore,
related to the National Highway development works implemented by the
NHAI within the State, by relaxing the conditions stipulated in the
Government Order read as first paper above, subject to the following

conditions.

i) Base rate at Rs.10 lakh/hectare’annum or Market rate decided by a
Screening Committee consisting of District Geologist, Deputy Collector
(LR), SE/EE of P.W.D, a Project Officer of NHAI, for rock (rubble),
whichever is higher, plus statutory levies such as royalty (Rs. 48/- per ton
of rock + GST+ DMF Fund) and seigniorage (Rs. 50/- per ton of rock) and
Security Deposit of Rs.10 lakhs/hectare as mandated in the G.O. (Ms) No.
28/2021/RD dated 28.01.2021 shall be 1ealized from the applicant.

ii) The lease term shall be up to the contract period of completion of the
project or 3 years, whichever is less. NHAI should ensure that the
excavated rock is used only for the purposes of the sanctioned NHAI road
construction and development projects, within the State and that no other
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form of misuse takes place. The engineer deputed by NHAI shall issue a
certification before the Geologist of the concerned district to ensure that the
mined minerals are used only for the above purpose. [f misuse of this
special arrangement is proved, the Government of Kerala should be free to
cancel the same with immediate effect, without assigning any reason.

2. As per the above conditions, NOC shall be issued to the NHAI or to
the Contractor, to be nominated by the NHAI subject to the condition that
the NHAI shall execute an authorization agreement with respect to the
contractor to whom NOC is to be issued, with the Collector of the District
concerned, where the quarry is situated.
