According to the Government of India Scheme for setting up of Fast
Track Special Courts (FTSCs) for expeditious trial and disposal of cases
of Rape and cases under POCSO Act, 56 FTSCs including 14 e-
POCSO courts are earmarked for the State of Kerala. As per the
Supreme Court direction read as Ist paper above, the Government in
consultation with High Court of Kerala have accorded sanction for the
establishment of 56 Fast Track Special Courts in the State as per

Government Orders read as 2" and 4™ paper above.

2) Initially the scheme spread over two financial years 2019-20 and
2020-21. As per the letter read above Government of India has
approved the continuation of the Centrally Sponsored Scheme of FTSCs
for expeditious trial of cases of rape and POCSO Act for further two
years that is from 01.04.2021 to 31.03.2023, as the term of these courts
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were expired on 31.03.2022.

3) Government have examined the matter in detail and are pleased

to accord sanction for the continuance of the 56 temporary Fast Track

Special Courts sanctioned as 20d and 4th paper above respectively, upto
31.03.2023, on the condition that these courts will cease to function as

and when the Government of India stopped the said scheme.
