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Note for the Council of Ministers

This note seeks the approval of Council of Ministers for the creation of
190 posts of Police Constable Driver in Police Department .

2) As per GO(MS)No.7/2017/Home dated 17/01/2017 Government
have decided to create 1160 additional posts of Police Constable Drivers in a
phased manner, and sanction was accorded to create 400 posts of Police
Constable Drivers in the first phase as per the proposal submitted by the
State Police Chief in the year 2016. Later, a representation was submitted
before the Hon’ble Chief Minister by All Kerala Police Constable Driver
Supplementary Rank Holders Association on 04.11.2018 and based on the
above representation the State Police Chief has requested to create the
remaining 760 post of Police Constable Drivers . In response to this Govt.
vide letter No.K1/32/2019/Home dated 13.02.2019, intimated the State
Police Chief that the creation of the remaining 760 posts of Driver Police
Constables cannot be considered due to the present financial constraints
being faced by the Government .

3) Later, a fresh proposal has been received from the State Police
Chief for creation of 760 posts of Driver Police Constable in a phased
manner. It is stated that, in 2016 there were 3763 vehicles in Police
Department and the existing strength of Drivers in that time is only 2603.

Now, over the years a number of vehicles have been inducted into the Kerala



Police but the strength of Drivers is not proportionate to the number of
vehicles in Department. Hence, considering the financial constraint the State
Police Chief has requested to issue favorable orders to create the remaining
760 posts of Driver Police Constables in two phases i.e., 380 posts in each
phase.

4) When the file was circulated to FD, that department had remarked
as follows :

"Considering the present fiscal condition of the State, AD is requested
to defer the proposal for the time being. That department is also requested
to conduct work study based on the necessity of the posts instead of the
creation of huge numbers of posts and to forward proposal with realistic
numbers of posts to be created based on the said work study.”

5) The above position was also communicated to the State Police
Chief. The SPC has requested to take needy steps to conduct a work study
on the following points through P&ARD
(i) No. of vehicles in Police department
(ii) No. of sanctioned post of Drivers.

(iii) Dearth of Driver posts in Police Department

6) The file was circulated to Hon’ble CM and it was ordered as follows.
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7 ) After taking orders of Hon.CM the file was forwarded to the
P&ARD for conducting work study based on the necessity for creation of
posts. The work study conducted by P&ARD also recommended to create
760 additional posts of Police constable drivers in the police department.
Based on this, the State Police Chief was requested to submit detailed
proposal along with the annual financial commitment on creation of 760
post of police constable driver .

As per the report of State Police Chief at present there are 3610 vehicles in

the Police Department.

. Thecadre strength of driver posts is as follows

8) In the above mentioned cadre strength Police Personnel up to Head
Constable Driver in the force are usually performing only driving duties. A
total of 3071 drivers are available to perform driving related tasks.

Considering the number of vehicles in the Police Department and the nature



of duty, the existing driver strength is inadequate. In case of shortage of
drivers, civil police officers with LMV driving license are being deputed for
driving jobs. This affects the shortage of police Personnel to perform law
and order duties, escort duties and other urgent duties. It has been evaluated
in the work study report that 3 drivers per vehicle for patrol vehicles, one
driver per vehicle at police stations and one driver per vehicle for all other
vehicles has to be maintained by ensuring at least 2 Drivers in each Police
Stations. When calculated in this way the total required number of driver
posts in the department is 4306. But , at present the service of only 3071
driver police constables are available in the department. Additional number

of 1235 driver posts are also required in the police department.

9) According to the State Police Chief an additional 1235 post of
Drivers Police Constable is required in Police Department, but considering

the financial constraint ,the State Police Chief has requested to create 760



posts of drivers in second phase as recommended in the work study report
from the total of 1160 post of Police Constables as mentioned in

GO(MS)No.7/2017/Home dated 17/01/2017.

10) The State Police Chief has therefore recommended to create an
additional 760 posts of Police Constable Drivers for proper and smooth
functioning of the vehicles of the department. When the file was circulated
to Hon'ble CM for orders ,the Hon'ble CM has ordered to obtain the

concurrence of Finance Department.

11) Based on the orders of the Hon. CM the file was again circulated to FD
for their remarks on creating the 760 posts of Police Constable Drivers the

Finance Department remarked as follows:
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12) Since Finance Department disagreed to the proposal and considering
the administrative exigency, the file was circulated to Hon’ble CM for
orders on whether the proposal for creation of 760 posts of Driver Police
Constable in four phases spanning over four Financial Year starting from
the current year, by over ruling the opinion of FD , may be placed for
consideration of the Council of ministers .The Hon’ble Chief Minister has
ordered to place the matter before the Council of Ministers.

13. When the draft note for Council of Ministers was circulated to Hon’ble
CM , the Chief Secretary has suggested that the State Government is going
through a phase of acute financial crisis and in this situation creating 760
posts of Police Constable Driver post by overruling the decision of Finance
Dept. seems inappropriate . There exists a shortage of 760 posts of  Police
Constable Driver post and taking account of the fact that the work study of
P&ARD has also justified the same, 190 Post of Police Constable Driver post
may be created in the current Financial Year 2023-24 .The remaining 570
posts creation can be considered as per the then financial condition and
necessity of the post in Police Dept. and decision in this regard can be taken
in the Financial Year concerned.

14.The Hon’ble Chief Minister has ordered to place the matter before the

Council of Ministers.
