redeployment/Reallocation of 86 Sub Inspector posts in the Closed Women

Police Cadre into Kerala Civil Police cadre - Sanctioned - Orders issued.

ORDER

          As per Government Order read as 1st paper above, Government issued

orders integrating women police officers with the regular police force with

retrospective effect from 25.08.1995.  Consequently, women police Officers

who had entered service prior to 1995 continued as a “Closed Cadre.” Upon

the retirement of officers in this cadre, vacancies arose in the promotional

posts. In this context, Government issued orders as per Government order

read as 2nd paper above, integrating the posts in the said cadre into the

General Pool (presently the Kerala Civil Police Cadre).

      2.    Women Police Officer Smt. Sunitha and others, who entered service

during the period 1995-2005, had filed a case TA-2035/2012 (W.P(C)

30746/2005) before the Hon'ble Kerala Administrative Tribunal, challenging

the retrospective effect of G.O.(Ms) No. 240/2005/Home dated 12/08/2005.
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They contended that they were also eligible for promotion to the higher posts

that were integrated into the Kerala Civil Police (KCP) from the closed cadre.

By order dated 30-11-2018 in TA-2035/2012, the Kerala Administrative

Tribunal set aside G.O.(Ms) No.240/2005/Home dated 12.08.2005 and G.O.

(Rt)No.1622/2008/Home dated 23.05.2008. The final order in OP (KAT) No.

352/2021 filed by the Government against the said order of the Hon’ble

Tribunal has not yet been pronounced by the Hon’ble High Court.

      3. There is a significant shortfall of Officers in the Kerala Civil Police cadre

now. As the posts of Police Sub-Inspector are essential for the effective

functioning of the force, the State Police Chief has proposed the integration of

86 vacant posts of Women Sub-Inspectors from the closed cadre into the

Kerala Civil Police as per letters read as  3rd paper above. The State Police

Chief has further reported  that no women Police Officers recruited prior to

1995 are presently serving in the ranks of Head Constable or Police Constable.

Additionally, the existing women officers holding the posts of Sub-Inspector,

Inspector of Police, and Deputy Superintendent of Police are due to retire in

the coming years.

      4.    Government had issued orders integrating Women Police Cadre with

Kerala Civil Police Cadre (KCP) in 2005. Simultaneously, it was ordered by

the Government that the available 86 posts in the Women police cadre would

be provided for/created by way of transfer of the manpower strength in the

integrated cadre. It is amply clear that till date these 86 posts have not been

created in KCP and accordingly there is no recruitment to these posts. The

State Police Chief has specifically requested for creation of these posts to man

the essential positions in the strength of the department.

      5. In light of the fact that the Government Orders abolishing the Women

Police Cadre were set aside by the Hon’ble Kerala Administrative Tribunal,

these 86 posts presently remain available for appointment.    The Advocate

General has informed as per letter read as 4th above that OP (KAT) No.
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352/2021 is pending before the Hon’ble High Court, and no final judgment

has been delivered so far.

      6.    There is an acute shortage of directly recruited Sub Inspectors in the

Kerala Civil Police(KCP) cadre now.  Hence, in order to mitigate the shortage

of directly recruited SIs and considering the exigencies of service in various

wing of KCP Cadre,  the need of the hour is to create an equal number of

posts of SIs in the KCP cadre by abolishing the 86 vacant posts of WSIs in the

closed cadre, subject to the outcome of the OP(KAT) 352/2021 pending before

the Hon'ble High Court of Kerala.

     7.    In view of the above circumstances, Government have examined the

matter in detail and are pleased to temporarily redeploy/re-allocate 86 Sub

Inspector posts in the closed women's cadre to the Kerala Civil Police cadre

subject to the following conditions:-

i) The vacancies shall be reported to the Public Service Commission

provisionally, subject to the final judgment of the Hon’ble High Court in O.P.

(KAT) No. 352/2021.

ii) Appointments to these posts shall be made only subject to the final

judgment of the Hon’ble High Court in the said case.

iii) A specific condition shall be incorporated in the appointment orders

stating that, in the event the judgment of the Hon’ble High Court in O.P.

(KAT) No. 352/2021 is adverse to the Government, the appointments so made

shall stand liable to cancellation.

iv) Promotions arising in the said posts through redeployment shall also be

effected only subject to the final judgment of the Hon’ble High Court in O.P.

(KAT) No. 352/2021.
