Request for Inter district transfer in respect of
Smt. Renju R., LPST, GLPS,
Puthusserrybhagam, Pathanamthitta District
to Thiruvananthapuram: District, as a special
case - Reg.

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Note for the Council of Ministers

This note deals with according sanction for the inter district transfer to Smt.
Renju 'R, L.PS.T, Government LP School, Puthusserrybhagam,
Pathanamthitta to Thi?uvananth'apuram District, in relaxation of the existing
rules and regulations of inter district transfer, on compassionate ground, as

a special case.

2. Smt.. Renju R has informed that she is suffering from cardiac disease
and she has undergone a pacemaker implantation. She has to visit Sri Chitra
Thirunal Institute of Medical Sciences & Technology, Thiruvananthapuram
evéry month for her treatment and is unable to perform household chores
without assistance. She survived the last three heart attacks only because
she could reach hospital in time. Now, she has to undergo pacemaker
surgery this year and hence she is advised not to travel muéh, till the
implantation process is completed. Hence, Smt. Renju R. has requested for
inter district transfer on compassionate ground from Pathanamthitta District

'to Thiruvananthapuram District.

3. The.Diréctor of General Education reported that Smt. Renju R.
joined as Lower Primary School Teacher at' Thumbémon_ Government High
School in Pathanamthitta District on 30.09.2022 and was subsequently
transferred to Puthusserrybhagam Government L.P. School on 05.06.2023.
She has not completed five years of service in Pathanamthitta'District.

Three vacancies were set aside for inter-district transfer on compassionate



ground in the L.P.S.T. Malayalam category in Thiruvananthapuram district,
for the academic year 2024-25.

4. The District‘ Collector, Thiruvananthapuram has reported that the
applicant, Smt. Renju R., resides with her husband Jayakumar, 15 year old
daughter, and 87 year old mother-in-law and she has been undergoing
treatment for heart related ailments since 1998 and she suffered a stroke in
2021. She has survived multiple heart attacks and is currently living with
the assistance of a pacemaker, requiring constant medical care. She joined
service in Pathanamthitta District in 2022 and is currently working as an
L.PS.T. at Government L.P.S., Puthusserybhagam. Due to her distant
'workplace, she is struggling to access timely medical care and to balance
| family responsibilities. As the applicant is in a poor health condition, the
District Collector has recommended to consider her request for inter district

transfer on humanitarian grounds.

5. Para.5 of the G.O.(P)No.36/ 1991/P&ARD dated 02/12/1991 with
regard to Inter district transfer, is stated as follows:

"Relaxation of the five year rule in very exceptional cases that need
sympathetic consideration will require the approval of the Council of
Ministers. Cases should not be proposed for relaxation in a routine manner.
There should be clear justifying grounds supported by the report of the
District Collector of the district to which transfer is sought for. Proposal

for relaxation in such cases shall be routed through Chief Secretary".
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6.  As per the above Order, five-year service is to be completed in the
recruited district for granting inter district transfer. Smt. Renju R., who
joined the service as L.PS.T. on 30.9.2022 in Pathanamthitta District, has
not completed five years of service in the district. When the file has been
circulated to the Hon'ble Chief Minister for orders on granting inter district
transfer in relaxation of the existing rule of compulsory minimum service to
Smt Renju R. from Pathanamthitta District to Thlruvananthapuram

District, as per para 5 of G.O.(P)No. 36/1991/P&ARD dated 02/12/1991

considering as a special case, the Hon’ble Chief Minister ordered to place

the matter before the Council of Ministers.

Point for Decision

Whether sanction may be accorded for the inter district transfer of
Smt. Renju R., L.PS.T., Government LP School, Puthusserrybhagam,
Pathanamthitta who joined service ‘as LPST in Pathanamthitta District on
30.09.2022 and has not completed 5 years of service in that District, from
Pathanamthitta District to Thiruvananthapuram District, considering as a
special case, on cbmpassionate ground, in relaxation of the existing rule of

compulsory minimum. service of 5 years, as per para (5') of G.O. (P)
