ORDER
 
      As per the Government Order read 1st above, the posts of Registrar
and Deputy Registrar, in Kerala Lok Ayukta are to be filled on
deputation basis from judicial officers of the rank of District Judge and
Sub Judge respectively of the Kerala Judicial Service. As the service of
serving Judicial Officers is no longer available for appointment to these
administrative posts, Government incorporated a provision, vide
Government Order read 2nd above, to facilitate the appointment of a
Retired District Judge as Registrar of the Kerala Lok Ayukta on a re-
employment basis, in the event of the non-availability of serving District
Judge.

   2. Accordingly, applications were invited from retired District Judges
for appointment as Registrar of the Kerala Lok Ayukta on re-
employment basis. A Selection Committee was constituted, comprising
Hon’ble Upa Lok Ayuktas Mr. Justice Ashok Menon and Mrs. Justice
Shircy V. The Committee interviewed the applicants and prepared a
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panel of three candidates in the descending order of merit and
recommended Government,  as per the letter read 3rd above, for the
appointment of the first person in the Panel, Sri E. Baiju, Retired
District Judge, Baiju Bhavan, T.C. No. 8/722, Thirumala,
Thiruvananthapuram– 695006, as Registrar, Kerala Lok Ayukta, on re-
employment basis for a period of two years.

   3. Government have examined the recommendation in detail. The
Director, Vigilance & Anti Corruption Bureau, as per letter read 4 th

above, has reported that there is no vigilance case/enquiry against Sri E.
Baiju, Retired District Judge, Baiju Bhavan, T.C. No. 8/722, Thirumala,
Thiruvananthapuram– 695006.

   4. In the above circumstances, Government is pleased to appoint Sri
E. Baiju, Retired District Judge, Baiju Bhavan, T.C. No. 8/722,
Thirumala, Thiruvananthapuram– 695006, as Registrar, Kerala Lok
Ayukta, on re-employment basis for a period of two years , under Rule
100 of KSR part III, as amended by G.O (P) No.159/2016/Fin dated
19.10.2016, subject to the following conditions.

   (i) As per G.O. (P) No. 159/2016/Fin dated 19.10.2016, in cases
where an individual is re-employed after retirement from a post
governed by the existing pay scale, the pay on re-employment is to be
fixed by deducting the pension from the last pay drawn. It is to be
ensured that the sum total of the pension and the re-employment pay
does not exceed the last pay drawn.

   (ii)  HRA and CCA will be granted in accordance with the revised
pay scale of the post from which the individual retired.

   (iii) Dearness allowances is to be granted in accordance with the rates
in parent department.

   (iv) Dearness  relief is eligible  for pension.
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   (v) Entitled to annual increments but not eligible for stagnation
increments.
