ORDER

The Secretary, Kalanadi Community Committee filed
WP(C)No0.6362/2012 before the Hon'ble High Court of Kerala for the
inclusion of Kalanadi Community in the list of Scheduled Tribes of the
State. The Hon'ble High Court of Kerala disposed of the above Writ
Petition vide judgement read as first paper above with the following
directions:-

1) “The petitioner 1s free to file a representation narrating their
grievance before the 1st respondent (the Secretary, Ministry of Social
Justice and Empowerment, Union of India), within one month from the
date of receipt of a copy of this judgment.

i1) Once such a representation is received by the 1st respondent, the 1st
respondent will consider the same and pass appropriate orders in it, in
accordance to law.

i11) The petitioner will produce a copy of the writ petition together with
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a certified copy of the Judgment before the 1st respondent for
compliance”.

2) As per the directions of the Hon'ble High Court of Kerala,
Sri.Krishnankutty, Secretary, Kalanadi Community Committee
submitted a representation dated 28.03.2022 before the Ministry of
Social Justice and Empowerment, Government of India to include the
Kalanadi Community in the list of Scheduled Tribes of the State.
Subsequently, the Under Secretary, Ministry of Tribal Affairs (C&LM
Division), Government of India vide letter read as second paper above
forwarded the representation to State Government to take further action
on the Orders of the Hon'ble High Court of Kerala.

3) Accordingly, Government have directed the Vigilance Cell of
Kerala Institute for Research, Training and Development Studies
(KIRTADS), vide letter read as third paper above to prepare a study
report regarding the inclusion of the Kalanadi Community in the list of
Scheduled Tribes of the State. The Vigilance Cell of KIRTADS
conducted a study on the eligibility of Kalanadi Community for
inclusion in the list of Scheduled Tribes of the State and submitted a
report vide letter read as fourth paper above.

4) In the detailed anthropological field study done by KIRTADS, it
was revealed that 'Kalanadi', found in the South Western portions of
Wayanad, is one of the earliest inhabitants of this District in Kerala
State. The Kalanadi community, following a complete tribal lifestyle
and customs, has every right to be included in the list of Scheduled
Tribes of the State due to characteristics such as their own language,
ancient and primitive traits, distinctive culture, isolated behaviour, tribal
rules, primitive economic activity, geographical isolation, educational
and socio-economic backwardness and declining population. The
Kalanadi community has all the necessary features that qualify them as
a nomadic community such as (i) dependency on pastoralism, (ii)
entertaining other communities, and (ii1) providing medicines and herbs
for livelihood. It had seasonal physical movement as part of their
livelihood strategy, which is the most important feature of a nomadic
lifestyle. Historically, the Kalanadies were hunters, agriculturists and
pastoralists, primarily focused on cattle rearing. Their ‘Sankranthi’
songs reflect this heritage, serving as entertainment linked to their
seasonal activities. Additionally, they are skilled healers, offering
remedies for ailments like burns and muscle sprains. The name
“Kalanadi” is associated with a ritual dance performed for spiritual and
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entertainment purposes. Despite moving away from a fully nomadic
lifestyle due to the loss of grazing lands, they continue to rely on cattle
rearing as a secondary income source. It is reported that the Kalanadi is
a nomadic group with tribal community organization and way of life.

5) Government have examined the recommendation of the Vigilance
Cell, KIRTADS to include the 'Kalanadi' community in the list of
Scheduled Tribes of the State, as the community exhibits certain criteria
for inclusion like primitive traits, distinctive culture, limited interaction
with others and signs of backwardness. The authority to include a
community in the list of Scheduled Tribes of the State is vested with the
Central Government (Parliament), under Article 342(2) of the
Constitution of India. The Government are therefore pleased to issue
orders recommending to the Government of India to include the
'Kalanadi' (egmod) community in the list of Scheduled Tribes of the

State.

NOTE FOR THE COUNCIL OF MINISTERS

This note deals with the proposal for inclusion of Kalanady Community
in the Scheduled Tribe List of the State. The Secretary. Kalanady Community
Committee filed WP(C)N0.6362/2012 before the Hon'ble High Court of Kerala
for inclusion of Kalanady Community in the Scheduled Tribe List of the State.
Vide Judgment dated 23.02.2022. the Hon'ble [1igh Court disposcd of the above
Writ Petition with the following directions:-

I. “The petitioner is free to file a representation narrating their gricvance
before the |* respondent (the Secretary, Ministry of Social Justice and
Empowerment, Union ol India), within one month from the date of reccipt

of a copy of this judgment.
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Once such a representation is received by the 1% respondent. the 1™
respondent will consider the same and pass appropriate orders in it. in
accordance to law.
3. The petitioner will produce a copy of the wril petition together with a
certified copy of the Judgment before the 1* respondent for compliance™.

2)  On the basis of above judgment. Sri.Krishnankutty. Sccretary.
Kalanady Community Cemmittec has submitted a representation before the
Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment, Union of India with a request (o
take necessary steps to include the Kalanady Community in the Scheduled Tribe
List of the State. Subsequently, the Under Secretary, Ministry of Tribal AlfTairs
(C&LM Division). Government of India vide letter No. F.No.19020/06/2018-
C&IM(E:11151) dated 06.06.2022, has forwarded the above representation to
State Government 1o take further action so as to comply with the Orders of the
Hon'ble High Court of Kerala.

3) Accordingly. the Vigilance Cell of Kerala [nstitute for Research.
Training and Development Studies (KIRTADS) has been dirccted to prepare a
studv report regarding the inclusion of the Kalanady Community in the
Scheduled Tribe List of the State. The Vigilance Cell of KIRTADS conducted a
study on the eligibility ol Kalanady Community for inclusion in the Scheduled
Tribe list of the State and submitied a report.

4) In the detailed anthropological ficld study done by KIRTADS. it was

#
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revealed that 'Kalanady' are one of the earliest inhabitants of Wayanad District in
Kerala State. They are found in the South Western portions ol Wayanad. Kerala.
The Kalanady community which follow a complete tribal litestyle and customs.
have every right to be included in Scheduled Tribe list of the Tribes. The
characteristics such as own language. ancient and primitive traits. distinctive
culture. isolated behaviour. tribal rules. primitive economic activity, geographical
isolation, educational and socio-economic backwardness, declining population all
strengthen this argument.

5)  Government of India. in January 2015, constituted a National
Commission for Denotitied. Nomadic and Semi-Nomadic Tribes, and entrusted it
with the task of identifying and enlisting these communities State-wise, assessing
the status of their development and recommending appropriate strategies for their
cconomic upliftiment. The Commission identifies certain features as the
characteristics of nomadic and semi nomadic tribes.

6) KIRTADS has reported that. the Kalanady community have all the
necessary features that qualify them as a nomadic community which arc (i}
dependency on pastoralism. (ii) entertaining other people/communities and (iii)
providing medicines and herbs for livelihood. The cthnographic details ol this
report describe how Kalanady had scasonal physical movement as part of their
livelihood strategy which is the most important feature of a nomadic lifestyle.
The Kalanady were hunters. agriculturists and traditional pastoralists who
depended on cattle rearing as their occupation. Again the Sankranthi” song of the
Kalanady which was their seasonal livelihood strategy of entertaining other
people were loaded with a nomadic way of life till the recent past. The Kalanady
arc also excellent healers who provided medicines and herbs for ailments like
burns and muscle sprain. The anthropological wrilings about the community also
traces the origins of the name “Kalanady™ to a ritual dance performance the
community members used to practice in the recent past for ritualistic and
entertainment purposes. The community also have its own Gods. language.
customs and traditions which made it a unique nomadic group. Lven though the
Kalanady stopped their pastoral nomadic life style due (o the loss of grazing

lands. they still depend heavily on cattle rearing as a secondary source of income.

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It is reported that Kalanady community is a nomadic group with tribal
community organization and life style.

7) The power for inclusion of a community in Scheduled Trive List of the
State is not vested with the State Government. it is vested with the Central
Government (Parliament), as per article 342(2) of the Conslitution of India. The
power of State Government is limited to submitting recommendation in this
regard to the Central Ministry. A recommendation is send by the State
Government for inclusion/exclusion of a community from the list of a Scheduled
Tribes of the State to the Union Ministry of Tribal Affairs. Afiler obtaining the
opinions of the Registrar General of India and the National Commission for
Scheduled Tribes, The Ministry of Tribal Affairs do turther procedure lor
amending the Constitution in the Parliament for inclusion/exclusion of a
community. On the basis of the study done by KIRTADS. they have
recommended to include the 'Kalanady' community in 'Scheduled Tribe' List ol
Kerala as the community had acquired primitive traits, distinctive culture.
shyness of contact with the community at large and backwardness and hence
satisties the criteria for inclusion in the list of Scheduled Tribes.

8) When the filc was submitted to llon'ble Chict Minister through
Hon'ble Minister for Welfare of Scheduled Castes Scheduled Tribes and
Backward Classes, Chief Minister ordered to place the matter before the Council
of Ministers.
