ORDER
 

   There are six Vigilance Special Courts(Courts of the Enquiry
Commissioner and Special Judge) in the State to try offences punishable
under the Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988. These Special Courts are
situated at Thiruvanathapuram, Kottyam, Muvattupuzha, Thrissur,
Kozhikkode and Thalassery. Analyzing the statistics of the cases pending
before the existing Courts, it has been concluded that the trial
proceedings in cases charge sheeted under the Prevention of Corruption
Act could not be completed within the time frame as stipulated in the
Act. This necessitates the establishment of more Vigilance Special
Courts. The Hon'ble High Court also recommended Government to
establish more Vigilance Courts to eradicate the pendency of cases.
 

   2. Government examined the matter in detail. The additional financial
commitment involved in setting up new courts is also meticulously
scrutinized and decided to establish one more Vigilance Special Court in
the State. Accordingly,  sanction is hereby accorded for the establishment
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of a new Court of the Enquiry Commissioner and Special Judge with
Headquarter at Kollam.
 

  3. The following posts are also created for the  newly establishing Court
of the Enquiry Commissioner and Special Judge, Kollam.

   7. The changes in the jurisdiction of the Courts will be effected only
after the publication of the notification in this regard in the Official
Gazette. Orders appointing the Enquiry Commissioner and Special
Judge at the new Court will be issued later.

   8. The Director, Vigilance & Anti-Corruption Bureau will find out
suitable accommodation to house the new court of the Enquiry
Commissioner and Special Judge, Kollam and the office of the Public
Prosecutor, in consultation with the District Collector. The Enquiry
Commissioner and Special Judge, Thiruvananthapuram(Unit
Coordinator) and the Director, Vigilance & Anti-Corruption Bureau
will take further necessary action to get the new Vigilance Court and the
new office of the Public Prosecutor operational.
