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NOTE FOR COUNCIL OF MINISTERS

This note pertains to the proposal of Principal Chief Conservator of
Forests (Planning & Development) for the purchase of new vehicles in
Forest Department during the financial year 2021-22 by replacement of
uneconomic vehicles in the department.

2) As per the report of Principal Chief Conservator of Forests
(Planning & Development), many of the vehicles in the Department are
incredibly old and unfit for use in rugged forest terrains. Many of them
either have been condemned or are due for condemnation. Also, it has been
reported that huge fuel consumption and the cost of maintenance of these
old vehicles is causing a heavy financial burden to Government. Though
many vehicles are due for condemnation, they could not be condemned for
want of replacement vehicles. Hence, it has become highly essential to
replace many vehicles due for condemnation with new vehicles.To ‘Go
Green’, the option of hiring vehicles from ANERT was also explored by the
Department. Presently, the vehicles available for hiring from ANERT are
not four-wheel-drive vehicles that can be used in rough terrain.
Accordingly, the vehicles which can be procured in place of condemned

vehicles could be four-wheel-drive that are suitable to be used in rough

terrains.
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3) In this background, the Principal Chief Conservator of Forests
(Planning&Development) has submitted the proposal to purchase 24
vehicles from the Budget Head "4406-01-101-99-Forest Protection (Survey
of Forest Boundaries and Forest Protection (Plan) (capital) and 6 vehicles
from the CAMPA Budget Head.

4) When the file was forwarded to Finance Department, that
department remarked as follows:-
"Finance’ agrees to the purchase of 10 Jour wheel drive vehicles for
operational purposes subject to existing rules of purchase.

This has the approval of Hon ble Minister (Finance)."

5) As there was lack of clarity in the remarks furnished by Finance
Department regarding the Budget Head from which the expenditure is to be
met for the purchase of 10 Four wheel drive vehicles, the file was again
forwarded to Finance Department for clarification in the above matter. Then,

the Finance Department remarked as follows;

"The Administrative Department is requested to meet the expenditure under
the Head of Account ' 4406-01-101-99- Forest Protection (Survey of Forest
Boundaries and Forest Protection) (01) Forest Protection (Plan) (capital)’

subject to the condition that the concurrence of Planning and Economic
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Affairs Department should be obtained. It may also be informed to buy the
most affordable 10 four wheel drive vehicles through Gem portal only and

with the approval of cabinet. "

6) When the file was forwarded to Planning & Economic Affairs
Department for remarks in the above matter, that department remarked as

follows:

"1. The Planning Department advise that the purchase of vehicles from the
Budget Head '4406-01-101 -99-(01) Forest protection (Survey of Forest
Boundaries and Forest Protection) -Plan (Capital)’ should be on the

condition of satisfying all remarks of the Finance department.
