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Note for Council of Ministers.

This note deals with the matter of restructuring of Multi
Grade Learning Centers (MGLC) presently functioning in the State

and rehabilitation of Educational Volunteers working in them.

2). Multi Grade Learning Centers (MGLC) or Badal Schools were
started during 1997 under District Primary Education
Programme(DPEP) to bring :th_e people of under developed areas
with insufficient travel facility and remote coastal areas into the
mainstream of National Devolopment. In Kerala the Multi Grade
Learning Centers were first introduced in Kasargod,Waynad and
Malppuram districts.The main aim of the Multi Grade Learning
Centers (MGLC) is to provide education to children from 1% to 4%
standard.On the basis of the Right to Education Act 2009,the
structure and sustainability of Multi Grade Learning Centers (MGLC)

need to be re-examined.

3). Director of General Education had submitted a district wise
comprehensive report on the present status of MGLCs to
Government.On detailed examination of the report government
have accorded sanction to appoint the educational volunteers who
have been working on contarct basis for more than 10 years in the
MGLCs those are going to be shut down, as PTCM/FTM in the
existing or arising vacancies in General Education Department as per
their seniority and consent, vide GO(Ms) No.57/2021/G Edn dated
12/2/2021. -

4). Director of General Education sought permission and clarification

in following points to implement the above order.
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(a) Whether the 244 educational volunteers who are eligible for
permanent appointment can be appointed in nearby districts,if
there is no vacancy in their home districts, according to their

seniority.

(b) 16 Volunteers in shutting down MGLCs who are having less
than 10 year service can be appointed in the existing/merging
MGLCs in case the volunteers of that MGLCs having more than 10

year service are appointed as PTCM/FTM in second phase.

(c) 28 persons who are not completed 10 year service now may be
considered in the posts of PTCM/FTM on completion of 10 year
service. For this they have to be transferred to the existing MGLCs.

Thus MGLCs can be winded up in a phased manner.

5. When file submitted for orders the Hon’ble Chief Minister orderd
on 19/10/2021 to place the matter before the Council of Ministers
of appionting the MGLC volunteers as FTCM/PTCM according to
their seniority based on their first appointment and their consent

irrespective of whether the MGLCs are winding up or not.

6. File again forwarded to Finance Department for remarks and they

opined as follows:
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7. In this connection Director of General Education has reported
that 68 volunteers are Wdrkihg in the continuing MGLCs having
morethan 10 year service. Also reported that if all 344 volunteers
are appointed as PTCM/FTM it would cost an amount oOf
Rs.10,21,80,720/- whereas the amount spent annually for
volunteers to a tune of Rs. 8,34,27,866 can be avoided. Also
reported that there is no creation of additional posts as they are
appointed in the existing posts of PTCM/FTM in Education

Department.

8. Finance Department opinéd to avoid the regularization of all
volunteers as ordered by the Hon’ble Chief Minister , taking in to
consideration of the present financial position of the
government.Also remarked that r’egularization will be done only in
the case of volunteers having 10 year service. In the circumstances
file again circulated to Hon’ble Chief Minister through Hon’ble
Minister for General Education for orders on whether the matter can
be placed before the Council of Ministers for appointing all the
volunteers in MGLCs irrespective of wheher the MGLCs are winding

up or not, overruling the opinion of Finance Department.



9. Remarks of Law Department in this regard is annexed.

10. Hon’ble Chief Minister ordered to place the matter before the

Council of Ministers.

Point for Decision

Whether 344 Educational Volunteers who have been working in
the MGLCs may be appointed as PTCM/FTM in Education
Department by overruling the remarks of Finance Department,
according to seniority based on their first appointment and their
consent, adhering to the coﬁditions (except conditon (i), insisted

by Finance Department for appointment?.
