ORDER
         The work “Rehabilitation and Upgradation of Vadayar–
Chandappalam–Mulakkulam Road and Vadayar–Kallattippalam–
Muttuchira Road (Length 22.476 km) in Kottayam District was
sanctioned under Rebuild Kerala Initiative (RKI)”. The work had
originally been awarded to M/s Marymatha Infrastructure Pvt. Ltd on
20.04.2022 with a scheduled completion date of 11.11.2023, which was
later extended up to 01.04.2025. The contract amount for the work was
for Rs. 111,09,82,254/-. Due to persistent non-performance,
abandonment of work and breach of contractual obligations, the contract
was terminated under Clause 15.2 of GCC (General Conditions for
Contract) on 20.09.2025.
         2. Administrative Sanction has been accorded for the balance works
at an estimated cost of ₹ 96.47 crore and accordingly revised the total
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project cost to ₹145,21,00,000/- as per the Government Order read
above. Subsequently, the balance work was tendered by the Chief
Engineer, KSTP. The first tender resulted in a single responsive bid and
was therefore cancelled. On re-tendering on 01.11.2025, two bids were
received from M/s Sreedhanya Construction Company and M/s EKK
Infrastructure Limited, both of which were found technically responsive.
KfW (German State Owned Bank) has accorded No Objection for the
Technical and Financial Bid Evaluation Reports. The lowest quoted
amount (Rs. 78,06,24,527/-) was offered by M/s EKK Infrastructure
Limited.
         3. The subject work is arranged by utilizing a part of the financing
from KfW Bank towards the cost of the Climate-Resilient Reconstruction
after flooding in Kerala. Instruction is given in the Bid Document to
Bidders that the total amount which is populated in the e- tender BoQ
with their unit rates is not the Contract price. Contract Price is defined in
Particular Conditions 14.1 that "the amount for the execution and
completion of the Works, the remedying of any defects therein and
maintenance for 5 years and provisional sum for shifting of utilities
excluding GST". Hence total bid price including GST becomes
Rs.106,67,50,571.65/- which is 12.90% above the tender estimate based
on DSR 2021(Rs. 94,49,07,999/-), 2.63% above DSoR+10%(Rs.
103,93,98,799/-) and 11.36% below the LMR estimate (Rs.
120,34,63,689/-), inclusive of all components defined under ‘total price
of bid’.

         4. The Chief Engineer (KSTP), as per the letter read as 2nd paper
above, has reported that considering the urgent and essential nature of the
work, further re-tendering would lead to delays, time overruns, additional
rectification works to keep the road traffic-worthy, and possible
escalation of costs without assurance of more competitive rates.
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Adequate competition was ensured through a transparent tender process,
and acceptance of the present tender is considered financially prudent
and in the larger public interest. Hence, the Chief Engineer has requested
to accept the tender.
         5. Government have examined the matter in detail and are pleased
to accord sanction for the acceptance of the tender submitted by M/s
EKK Infrastructure Limited,  for an amount of ₹106,67,50,571.65/-,
which is 12.9% above the estimate amount, 2.63% above the DSoR 2021
+ 10% amount and 11.36% below the LMR, for the balance work of
“Rehabilitation and Upgradation of Vadayar–Chandappalam–
Mulakkulam Road and Vadayar–Kallattippalam–Muttuchira Road
(Length: 22.476 km) in Kottayam District under Rebuild Kerala
Initiative (RKI),  in relaxation of the existing ceiling of “quoted
rate/LMR or DSoR + 10%, whichever is less” as stipulated in the GO(P)
No. 54/2019/Fin dated 04.05.2019.
