ORDER

The annual pension of the Lok Ayukta and Upa Ayukta has been
fixed as per the Kerala Lok Ayukta and Upa Lok Ayukta (Conditions of

Service) Rules, 1999. Government vide G.O read 4t above issued
Notification (S.R.O No. 65/2018) extending the benefit of family
pension to the spouse of Lok Ayukta/Upa Lok Ayukta by amending the
Kerala Lok Ayukta/Upa Lok Ayukta (Conditions of Service) Rules
1999.

2. As per the said amendment, the normal rate of family pension
admissible to the spouse of a Lok Ayukta/Upa Lok Ayukta shall not
exceed 30% of the last pay drawn in the post. However, the spouse of a
Lok Ayukta/Upa Lok Ayukta is also eligible for family pension at the
rate of 30% of the last pay drawn in the post of Chief Justice/Judge of
the High Court. Consequently, the total family pension would amount
to 60% (30% + 30%) of the last pay drawn under the two different
posts.
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3. The Accountant General, Kerala in his letter read as the 5t paper

above, sought clarification regarding the maximum limit prescribed
under the Rules in this regard. Government examined the matter in

detail and, vide the G.O. read as 6" paper above, clarified that the
spouse of Lok Ayukta/Upa Lok Ayukta shall be eligible for both family
pension for the post of Chief Justice/Judge of the High Court and family
pension for the post of Lok Ayukta/Upa Lok Ayukta, subject to the
condition that the sum of both these family pensions shall not exceed
50% of the pay of the highest post held by the Lok Ayukta/Upa Lok
Ayukta during their entire service in the case of higher rate of family
pension, and 30% of the pay of the highest post held by the Lok
Ayukta/Upa Lok Ayukta during their entire service in the case of
normal rate of family pension.

4. Subsequently, in the representation submitted by Justice G.

Sasidharan, former Upa Lok Ayukta, vide letter read as the 7th paper
above, an ambiguity was pointed out as to whether the ceiling

prescribed in the G.O. read as the 6th paper above would apply to
persons appointed prior to 27.01.2020, in view of the proviso to Section
5 of the Kerala Lok Ayukta Act, 1999 which stipulates that the salary,
allowances and other conditions of service of the Lok Ayukta or Upa
Lok Ayukta shall not be varied to their disadvantage after appointment.

5. Government have examined the matter in detail and are pleased to
clarify that the ceiling imposed on the family pension payable to the
spouse of Lok Ayukta/Upa Lok Ayukta, as prescribed in G.O (P) No.
1/2020/Vig., dated 27.01.2020, shall apply only to those persons
appointed as Lok Ayukta/Upa Lok Ayukta on or after 27.01.2020.

6. Necessary amendment in the Kerala Lok Ayukta/Upa Lok Ayukta
(Conditions of Service) Rules, 1999 to the above effect will be issued

separately.

ORDER

The annual pension of the Lok Ayukta and Upa Ayukta has been fixed as

per the Kerala Lok Ayukta and Upa Lok Ayukta (Conditions of Service)

Rules, 1999. A ceiling on the pension was also included therein to the
effect that pension payable to the Lok Ayukta and Upa Lok Ayukta shall

not be higher than fifty per cent of the pay of the highest post held by
them during the entire period. But, there is no provision in respect of the
family pension to be paid to the spouse of the Lok Ayukta/Upa Lok
Ayukta.

2. Accordingly, as per order read as 4th paper above, Government
issued notification (S.R.O Nb.65/2018) extending the. benefit of family
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pension to the spouse of Lok Ayukta/Upa Lok Ayukta by amending the
Kerala Lok Ayukta/ Upa Lok Ayukta (Conditions of Service)Rules
1999. As per this order, the normal rate of family pension admissible to
the spouse of Lok Ayukta/ Upa Lok Ayukta shall not exceed 30% of the
last pay, but the spouse of Lok Ayukta/Upa Lok Ayukta is already
eligible for 30% of last pay drawn in the post of Chief Justice/Judge of
High Court. Thus, the family pension works out to 60% (30%+30%) of
last pay drawn under two different posts.

3 The Accountant General in his letter read as Sth paper above has
requested to intimate whether Government intends to grant double
family pension to the spouse of Lok Ayukta/Upa Lok Ayukta in excess
of the maximum limit admissible which is against the Rules framed in

this regard.

4 Government have examined the matter in detail. The spouse of Lok
Ayukta/Upa Lok Ayukta shall be eligible for both family pension for the
post of Chief Justice/Judge of High Court and family pension for the
post of Lok Ayukta/Upa Lok Ayukta subject to the condition that sum of
both these family pension must not exceed 50% of the pay of the highest
post held by Lok Ayukta/Upa Lok Ayukta during their entire service in
case of higher rate of family pension and 30% of the pay of highest post
held by the Lok Ayukta/Upa Lok Ayukta during their entire service in

case of normal rate of family pension.

5. In these circumstances, Government are pleased to extend the benefit
of family pension to the spouse of Lok Ayukta/Upa Lok Ayukta so that,
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they shall be eligible for both family pension for the post of Chief
Justice/Judge of High Court and family pension for the post of Lok
Ayukta/Upa Lok Ayukta subject to the condition that sum of both these
family pension must not exceed 50% of the pay of the highest post held
by Lok Ayukta/Upa Lok Ayukta during their entire service in case of
higher rate of family pension and 30% of the pay of highest post held by
Lok Ayukta/Upa Lok Ayukta during their entire service in case of
normal rate of family pension.

6. Necessary notification amending the Kerala Lok Ayukta/Upa Lok
Ayukta (Conditions of Service) Rules, 1999 to the above effect will be
issued separately.
