Explanatory Note

(This does not form part of the order, but is intended to indicate its general purport)

The Chief General Manager, Bharat Earth Movers Limited (BEML) has requested the Government to
grant exemption from payment of registration fee payable for the registration of the surrender of lease
deed, for handing over an extent of 226.21 acres of unutilized land to the Kerala Industrial
Infrastructure Development Corporation (KINFRA). The Kerala Industrial Infrastructure Development
Corporation had allotted 374.59 acres of land on lease for 99 years to the Bharat Earth Movers Limited
at Palakkad at the rate of Rs 6.80 lakhs per acre for setting up a Rolling Stock Manufacturing Unit. The
lease deed was executed with the firm on 1* July, 2009. Subsequently in view of the decision of the
Ministry of Defence, to dis-invest its shares, the Bharat Earth Movers Limited has decided to re-convey
an extent of 226.21 acres of unutilized land back to the KINFRA. Government have decided to take
back this land leased to the Bharat Earth Movers Limited by paying an amount of Rs 27,59,02,063/-
(Rupees Twenty seven crore fifty nine lakhs two thousand and sixty three only) and to waive an amount
of Rs 7.07 crores towards interest on delayed lease premium (Rs 4.94 Crore) and service tax (Rs 2.13
Crore). Since the Kerala Industrial Infrastructure Development Corporation, the recipient of the land
transfer, is a Government of Kerala agency, Government can regain possession of this 226.21 acres of
land and utilize it for other public purposes. Hence Government have decided to allow the request on
public interest.

“Kerala Industrial Infrastructure Development Corporation (KINFRA)

had allotted 374.59 acres of land on lease for 99 years to Bharat Earth
Movers Ltd (BEML) at Palakkad at the rate of Rs 6.80 lakhs per acre for
setting up a Rolling Stock Manufacturing Unit. The lease deed was executed
with the firm on 01.07.2009.

Subsequently in view of the decision of the Ministry of Defence, to dis-
invest its shares M/s BEML has decided to reconvey an extent of 226.21
acres of unutilized land back to KINFRA for a consideration of the fair value
of the land. However, KINFRA and Government of Kerala had objected to
this, as the land was originally transferred at Rs 6.80 Lakhs per acre.
Therefore, a high level meeting was convened by Government of India and
requested Government of Kerala to consider offering reasonable cost for
reconvening the unutilized land. After two rounds of discussions,
Government of Kerala finally offered 10% simple interest over the basic cost

of land i.e. Rs 6.80 lakhs per acre for the period from the date of lease to date



of communication from BEML about their decision to reconvey the land.
Besides, as part of the settlement, it was also decided to waive the dues from
BEML in respect of the interest on delayed premium and the service tax paid
by KINFRA on behalf of BEML. Therefore an amount of Rs 7.07 crore (Rs
4.94 Crore as interest on delayed payment and Rs 2.13 crore on the service
tax paid) was to be waived and an amount of Rs 27,59,02,063/- (Twenty
seven crores fifty nine lakhs two thousand and sixty three only), to be paid to
BEML to get back 226.21 acres of land for Kerala.
Based on the recommendation of the AD and Fin Dept, the
Government, after the approval of the Council, had approved the decision of
the High Level Committee meeting to take back 226.21 acres of unutilized
land leased to BEML in 2009, by paying an amount of Rs 27,59,02,063/-
(Twenty Seven Crore Fifty Nine Lakhs two thousand and sixty three only)
and to waive an amount of Rs 7.07 crores towards interest on delayed lease
premium (Rs 4.94.Crore) and service tax (Rs 2.13 Crore).
The G.O on the basis of the Council Decision was issued on
30.10.2021 and is attached in the file. The completion of the handover of the
land on payment of the sum of Rs 27.59 crores is now held up because a new
issue has been raised (notes above refer) regarding payment of stamp duty on
the return/reconveyance of the land to the KINFRA. The amount involved is
only Rs 55.19 lakhs.As a Government of Kerala agency- KINFRA -is the
recipient of the land transfer, the question of forcing BEML to pay this small
amount does not appear appropriate and it is in public interest that this
amount be waived so that Government of Kerala can regain procession of

this 226.21 acres of land and utilize it for other public purposes.
