NOTE FOR COUNCIL OF MINISTERS

This note deals with the request from KSEB Ltd for granting
exemption from payment of increased stamp duty and registration fees
required due to the introduction of fair valye of land, for the registration of
land purchased from the KSRTC in connection with the Pallivasal Extension
Scheme.

2. KSEB Ltd had purchased 8.98 Ares of land in Survey No.61/9 of
KDH Village in Idukkj District from KSRTC on 02/04/2007 for Pallivasa]
Extension Scheme. KSEB Ltd purchased the said land for an amount of
Rs.46,91,499/- including land cost @Rs.4,94,000/- per Are and Rs.2,55,379/-
as building value. But the registration of sale deed could not be effected for
want of No Objection Certificate from the District Collector, Idukki. The
NOC was obtained from the District Collector, Idukki only on 02/01/2016.
Due to the introduction of fair value of land with effect from 01/04/2010, the
fair value of the above said property became Rs.1,34,70,000/-. Hence, an
amount of Rs.13,47,000/- (Rs.10,77,600/- for stamp duty and Rs.2,69,400/-
for registration fee) is required for the registration of conveyance of the said
land. The KSEBL has informed that this will be huge financial liability and
hence requested to exempt them from the payment of increased stamp duty
and registration fee in public interest, as KSEB is a company fully owned by
Government and the land was purchased for the Pallivasal Extension Scheme.

3. The Inspector Genera] of Registration has reported that stamp duty
amounting to Rs.10,77,600/- and registration fee amounting to Rs.2,69,400)/-
is required for the registration of conveyance of the said land, as the fajr value
of the whole land is Rs, 1,34,70,000/- and if the exemption in stamp duty and
registration fee is granted, there will be a revenye loss of Rs.13,47,000/-
(Rs.Thirteen lakh forty seven thousand only) to Government. If the increased
stamp duty and registration fee on fair value of land are exempted, there will

be a revenue loss of Rs.8,77,850/- to the Government exchequers.
