NOTE FOR COUNCIL OF MINISTERS

This note deals with the request of the Managing Director, Kerala
State Cashew Workers Apex Industrial Co-operative Society Ltd (CAPEX)
to waive the stamp duty and registration fee for registering the property

owned by Kerala Ceramics Ltd (KCL) in the name of CAPEX.

2. As per GO (Ms) No.150/07/ID dated 29/12/2007, 50 cent (20.23
Ares) of land of Kerala Ceramics Ltd in Resurvey No. 4 in Block 139 of
Functional Industrial Estate of Ceramics at Mundakkal Village in Kollam
District was allotted to CAPEX. As per GO (Ms) No.89/2013/ID dated
29/07/2013, it was ordered to pay a compensation of Rs.50,07,411/- to
Kerala Ceramics Ltd being the value of land handed over to CAPEX. This
amount was paid to Kerala Ceramics Ltd from the Plan fund vide G.O (Rt)
No. 233/2014/ID dated 21/02/2014. Head Office and Packing Centre of
CAPEX are functioning currently in this property. But the ownership of the
property has not yet been transferred to CAPEX . The Managing Director,
CAPEX has requested to exempt them from the payment of stamp duty
and registration fee required for registration of conveyance of the above

mentioned land, as CAPEX runs on loss for years.

3. 50 cent (20.23 Ares) of land of Kerala Ceramics Ltd in resurvey No.
4 in Block 139 at Mundakkal Village in Kollam District is intended to be
handed over to CAPEX. The fair value of land in this resurvey number
has been revised as Rs.7,92,000/Are and as such the fair value of 20.23
Are land is Rs.1,60,22,160/-. The revenue loss based on the value of the
building could not be calculated as the cost of the buildings included in the
property was not available An amount of Rs.12,81,773/- towards stamp

duty @ 8% and an amount of Rs.3,20,443/- towards registration fee @ 2%



1s required for the registration of conveyance of the land. The Inspector
General of Registration has reported that if exemption from payment of
Stamp duty and Registration fee is granted, Government will incur a
revenue loss to the tune of Rs.16,02,216/- (Rupees Sixteen Lakhs Two
Thousand Two Hundred and Sixteen only).

4. As per section 9(1)(a) of the Kerala Stamp Act, 1959 and section 78(2)
of the Registration Act, 1908, the Government have power to grant

exemption from payment of Stamp duty and Registration fee respectively in

public interest.
5. When consulted, the Finance Department remarked as follows:

“As the land parcel referred in the file was handed over to CAPEX

(Kerala State Cashew Workers Apex Industrial Co operative Society) from
Kerala Ceramics, a fully owned Government of Kerala Undertaking (Under
Companies Act) and the cost of the land was paid to Kerala Ceramics by the
government debiting from the plan fund which was allocated to CAPEX,

Finance agrees to the request for waiving the stamp duty and the
registration fee for registering the land to an extend of 50 Cents foregoing

revenue of Rs.16,02,216.
This has the approval of Hon’ble Finance Minister.”
