                .- WHEREAS, in exercise of the powers conferred by subsections (1), (2) and (3) of section 3 of the

Kerala Fishermen Debt Relief Commission Act, 2008 (18 of 2008), the Government of Kerala as per notification

issued under G.O. (P)No.6/2017/F&PD, dated 28th March, 2017 and published as S.R.O. No.154/2017 in the

Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No.602 dated 28 th March, 2017 reconstituted the Kerala Fishermen Debt Relief

Commission for the purpose of exercising the powers and discharging the duties under the said Act; 
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AND WHEREAS, the term of Chairman and members of the Kerala State Fishermen Debt Relief Commission
was extended for a period of one year with effect from 28 th March, 2018 to 27th March, 2019, in pursuance of
notification issued under  G.O.  (P)  No.  6/2018/F&PD dated  28th March 2018 and published as  S.R.O No.
182/2018 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No.819 dated 28 th March, 2018 and the term was extended for a
further period of one year from 28th March, 2019 to 27th March, 2020, in pursuance of notification issued under
G.O. (P) No. 10/2019/F&PD dated 23rd February,  2019 and published as S.R.O No.160/2019 in the Kerala
Gazette Extraordinary No.500 dated 26th February, 2019, and the term was extended for a period of one year
from 28th March, 2020 to 27th March, 2021 in pursuance of notification issued under G.O. (P) No. 3/2020/F&PD
dated 10th March, 2020 and published as S.R.O No. 197/2020 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No.844 dated
11th March, 2020, and the term was further extended for a period of six months from 28th March, 2021 to 27 th

September 2021, in pursuance of notification issued under G.O. (P) No. 09/2021/F&PD dated 20 th February,
2021 and published as S.R.O No. 865/2021 dated 22nd February, 2021 and period so extended also expired on
27th September, 2021.

NOW THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by the provisions under sub-section (1) of section 4 of 
the Kerala Fishermen Debt Relief Commission Act, 2008 (18 of 2008), the Government of Kerala hereby
extends the term of the Kerala Fishermen Debt Relief Commission with the existing Chairman and members for
a period of six months from 28th September, 2021 to 27th March, 2022, subject to the condition that all matters
related to Debt Relief should be finalised within this period.

Explanatory Note

                      (This does not form part of the order, but is intended to indicate its general purport.) 
              In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-sections (1), (2) and (3) of section 3 of the Kerala Fishermen
Debt Relief Commission Act, 2008 (18 of 2008), the Government of Kerala as per notification issued under G.O.
(P)  No.6/2017/F&PD, dated 28th  March,  2017 and published as  S.R.O.  No.154/2017 in the  Kerala  Gazette
Extraordinary No.602 dated 28th March, 2017 reconstituted the Kerala Fishermen Debt Relief Commission for
the purpose of exercising the powers and discharging the duties under the said Act. The term of the Chairman
and the members of the Kerala State Fishermen Debt Relief Commission was extended for a period of one year
with effect from 28th March, 2018 to 27th March, 2019 in pursuance of notification issued under G.O. (P) No.
6/2018/F&PD dated 28th March, 2018 and published as S.R.O No. 182/2018 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary
No. 819 dated 28th March, 2018, and the term was extended for a further period of one year from 28 th March,
2019, to 27th March, 2020, in pursuance of notification issued under G.O. (P) No.10/2019/F&PD, dated 23 rd

February, 2019 and published as S.R.O No.160/2019 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No.500 dated 26 th

February, 2019, and the term was extended for a period of one year from 28 th March, 2020 to 27th March, 2021,
in pursuance of notification issued under G.O. (P) No. 3/2020/F&PD dated 10 th March, 2020 and published as
S.R.O No. 197/2020 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No.844 dated 11 th March, 2020, and the term was
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further extended for a period of six months from 28 th March, 2021 to 27th September, 2021 in pursuance of
notification issued under G.O.s (P) No.09/2021/F&PD dated 20th February, 2021 and published as S.R.O No.
865/2021 dated 22nd February, 2021 and period so extended also expired on 27th September, 2021. The Secretary,
Kerala Fishermen Debt Relief Commission has reported that the Commission has resolved to request the
Government that the sittings in various districts were called off due to Covid-19 pandemic, the applications
received upto 2018 March could not be processed and is pending. Hence more time is needed to process the
same. As per the Kerala Fishermen Debt Relief Commission Act, 2008 (18 of 2008), section 9 (A) was inserted
for settlement of loans taken from fishermen for their fishing equipment that were damaged due to sea erosion or
other disasters. Based on the report of District Deputy Directors, the Commission has to finalise such cases for
compensation. As such applications at various levels are being examined and sorted out for calculating the reliefs
to be given to fishermen. The Secretary of the Commission has recommended the Government to extend the
term of the Commission with the existing Chairman and the members for a further period of six months from
28th September, 2021 to 27th March, 2022. In exercise of the powers conferred by the provisions under sub-
section  (1)  of  section  4  of  the  Kerala  Fishermen  Debt  Relief  Commission  Act,  2008  (18  of  2008),  the
Government  of  Kerala  hereby extends the term of the Kerala  Fishermen Debt Relief  Commission with the
existing Chairman and members for a period of six months from 28 th September, 2021 to 27th March, 2022,
subject to the condition that all matters related to Debt Relief should be finalised within this period.
