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Instructions to Bank Guarantee

Under the Kerala Land Assignment (Regularization of Contraventions) Rules, 2025, the
State Government has introduced a framework to regularize lands originally assigned for

agriculture or housing that are currently being used for other purposes, including quarrying.
1. Provisional Regularization

Any person can submit an application in Form D offline by furnishing a bank guarantee for
an amount equivalent to the regularization fee, on the condition that the regularization order
will be obtained through the said portal as soon as the technical issues in the portal for
granting regularization is resolved. The Competent Authority will issue a provisional order
granting regularization with conditions, subject to compliance with the provisions of the

2025 Rules, except for payment of regularization fee and application fee.

The applicant shall be liable to obtain the order in Form E through the portal within one
year from the date of receipt of the provisional order shall be automatically cancelled on the
day on which one year from the date of expiry of the provisional order. In such a case, the
regularization fee and application fee shall be recovered from the applicant by encashment

of the amount provided as bank guarantee.

2. Bank Guarantee
The bank guarantee must be made in favour of the District Collector of the respective

district where the land is situated.

Guarantee Issuance: Applicant must approach a Nationalised Bank/ Scheduled
Commercial Banks with adequate financial standing to issue a bank guarantee for an
amount equal to 50% of the fair value is the regularization fee. This guarantee is then
submitted to the District Collector’s office as security along with the application in Form D

for regularization of patta land under the 2025 Rules.
3. Recovery in Case of Violation

If the applicant does not obtain the regularization order in Form E through the online

portal as provided in the 2025 Rules within one year, the Government can recover the
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amount through the following mechanisms.

Invocation of Guarantee: The District Collector has the right to encash (invoke) the

bank guarantee immediately upon a confirmed violation. The bank is legally bound
to pay the amount to the Government upon demand, without requiring the applicant’s

further consent.

Cancellation of Provisional Regularization: The provisional regularization order will

be revoked, and the land’s status will revert to its original restricted “patta”

conditions.

Revenue Recovery: If the damages or violations exceed the amount of the bank

guarantee, the Government can initiate proceedings under the Kerala Revenue

Recovery Act to attach other assets of the applicant.

Resumption of Land: In cases of severe or continued violation, the Government

reserves the power to resume (take back) the assigned land without compensation.
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
