The following proposal regarding the revision of minimum rates of wages which the
Government of Kerala proposes to make in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) of
section 6 of the Code on Wages, 2019 (Central Act 29 of 2019) read with clause (b) of sub-section (1)
of section 8 thereof and in supersession of the notification issued under G.O.(P)No. 74/2025/LBR dated
8™ August, 2025 and published as S.R.O. N0.929/2025 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No.3008
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dated 19™ August, 2025, payable to the workers employed in the Plantation Sector in the State of
Kerala, as specified in the Schedule annexed hereto are hereby published for the information of all
persons likely to be affected thereby as required by clause (b) of sub-section (1) of section 8 of the said
Code.

Notice is hereby given that the said proposal will be taken up for consideration on or after two
months from the date of publication of this notification in the official Gazette and that the objections
and suggestions, if any, that may be received from any person with respect to the said proposal on or
before the time limit specified above, will be considered by the Government. All such objections and

Minimum
Piece Rate shall be calculated on the basis of revised standard
output. A plucker shall be entitled to get this rate for the leaves
harvested on every day of the said month.

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*As per the decision of the Plantation Labour Committee dated 15.12.1966, the tapping task of
rubber trees has been fixed as 400 based on the recommendation of the Central Rubber Plantation
Wage Board approved by Government of India vide resolution No.WB-8(18)/66 dated 29" September,
1966.

Additional Incentive

The Rubber Tappers who are tapping more than the tapping task fixed above will get an
Additional Incentive of 60 paise per tree over and above the task mentioned. All statutory benefits are

applicable to the above incentive.

2. (1) The classification of Rubber plantations and Standard Output for each category is given below:-

Classification of Field Standard Output
Class - 1 Annual yield below 170 kgs 2 kgs per day
Class - II Annual yield from 171 kgs to 270 kgs 4 kgs per day

Class - III Annual yield from 271 kgs to 400 kgs 6.5 kgs per day

(i1) For the purpose of computation of annual yield, the yield obtained from normal tapping for 6 days
per week will alone be taken into account.

I. Fitment : (Applicable to Supervisors and Selected Special Categories, Other Special Categories and
Creche Attendants in all crops)

Rs.1434/- in respect of Supervisors and Selected Categories and Rs.1388/- in respect of Other
Special Categories and Creche Attendants is to be added to the basic salary in the pre-revised scale on
the respective days of operation in Tea, Rubber, Coffee and Cardamom Plantations. Pay in the revised
scale of pay will be fixed in the nearest higher increment step.

Note :- An employee will be eligible for service weightage on completion of prescribed years of service
from the date of joining in the said service.

3. The proposed granting of service weightage included in SI. Nos. 1 and 2 shall be subjected
to the final judgment of the Hon’ble Supreme Court in the Special Leave Petition (C) filed by the State
of Kerala against the judgment dated 14™ November, 2019 of the Hon’ble High Court in WP (C)
No.26803/17.

IV. Dearness Allowances

The basic wages mentioned above are equated to 2050 points of the Consumer Price Index
Number (Base:1970=100 series) published for Ernakulam Centre. The workers shall be eligible for
Dearness Allowance for the increase in the average Consumer Price Index Number of the Ernakulam

Centre for the penultimate 3 months above 2050 points.

The Field Workers will be paid seven paise per point per day and the Supervisors and Special
Categories of employees will be paid Dearness Allowance at the rate of Rs. 2.10/- for increase over
2050 points in the Consumer Price Index Number published for Ernakulam Centre for the previous 3
months. The above Dearness Allowance is subject to adjustments on 1% January, 1% April, 1* July and
I** October of every year on the basis of the average Consumer Price Index Number published for
Ernakulam Centre for the previous three months beginning 1* July, 1* October, 1* January and 1* April

respectively.

V. Employment Protection
The rates of minimum wages stated above are based on the assurance that employers in Tea and

Rubber Plantations will provide work for their workers throughout the year, failing which the workers
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shall be given their wages for the days on which they are involuntarily unemployed. But the obligation
of the employers is only to offer some kind of work connected with the plantations and a worker who

refuses to accept that work will automatically forfeit his claim to the wages also.

VI. Protection of Higher Wages
If the employees in any establishment are in receipt of wages higher than the rates said above,
(including public undertaking sectors) they shall pay the current increase along with the above said

rate.

VII. The wage rates as per this notification shall be with effect from the 1* day of April, 2026.

VIII. If the above wage rates fixed by the State Government fall below the Floor Wage determined by
the Central Government under section 9 of the Code on Wages, 2019 (Central Act 29 of 2019),

necessary amendments shall be made to the said rates.
